  REPORT 10th & 11th TRAINING RACES

   THE 13th SUN CITY MILLION DOLLAR

 (THE RACE WITH THE PROVEN TRACK RECORD)
  (THE GREATEST PIGEON RACE IN THE WORLD)

WHICH IS DUE TO BE HELD IN SUN CITY, SOUTH AFRICA ON                      SATURDAY 31st JANUARY 2009.       

After a very successful 2nd HOT SPOT RACE last weekend from 193km (120 miles) and a couple more training tosses a total of 3,810 pigeons were basketed for Training Race 10 including 422 from the United Kingdom and 46 from Ireland. This total was made up by 3,037 International pigeons and 773 South African pigeons. These were all then liberated bright and early at 05-40 on Saturday 6th December from 162km (approx. 101 miles), with little to no wind, in fine and clear conditions with a temperature of 24c (75f) and a fairly fast race was anticipated by the Race Director and the Loft Manager. The decision to liberate early was taken as afternoon thunderstorms were anticipated with the temperature rising to 29c (84f) and also because The Nedbank Golf Challenge was also being hosted by Sun City over the weekend and as you will see by the following results, it turned out to be a very wise decision.

CONGRATULATIONS in this tenth official race for winning 1st Open went to Renner – Weitstreckenclub from Germany with their pigeon named Be My Lily which was clocked at 07-32-42 to record a velocity of 1573ypm (54mph). 2nd Open  went to Sauer – Wang from Germany, 3rd Open  to Fahad M Al-Watry from Kuwait, 4th Open to Fayez Q8 from Qatar with a pigeon named Dusk that is flying very well which had already won 70th, 84th, 104th & 183rd Open, 5th Open for Graeme Sullivan from Australia, 6th Open for Nabeel Albaker from Kuwait, 7th Open for Team Nesselbach from Germany, 8th Open Guenter Nies from Germany, 9th Open Helmut & Alfons Klaas from Germany and 10th Open Liesel Brack – Hans Esser from Germany. The top 10 pigeons were all clocked within 46 seconds and the top 50 within 84 seconds of the actual race winner. Numerous updated results throughout the day showed 3,401 by 08-37, 3,423 by 08-50 and finally 3,660 by 18-24. The results continued to be updated on Sunday and 3,689 were clocked by 07-58 with 3,721 home by 10-17, 3,742 by 15-13 and then finally 3,748 by 17-49, leaving just 62 to return to base camp. The Monday check showed 3,759 pigeons were in the lofts, leaving just 51 still missing. A total of 4 different countries were represented in the top 10 in this result and this included Germany, Kuwait, Qatar and Australia. At the Monday loft check 3,759 pigeons were accounted for leaving 51 pigeons missing from this race. 

CONGRATULATIONS for winning 1st UK, 21st Open and clocked at 07-33-42 for PBW KPM + FW Syndicate with pigeon named Zak 2 and bred by W. Hyatt from Brockeridge Common, this pigeon won 85th Open in the previous race, 2nd UK, 23rd Open for the Paul Smith Syndicate from Stansted Mountfitchet and with a pigeon bred by Jimmy Richards from Laindon, 3rd UK, 25th Open for Fred Proctor from Staffs., 4th & 7th UK, 34th & 47th Open for Aspirate Ad Astra and with two pigeons bred by Pieter Oberholster from Lask Edge, 5th UK, 36th Open for Maurice Weir from Co. Amagh, 6th UK, 46th Open for Marshall & Son from Whitley Bay and still has his 3 entries left in the race, 8th UK, 58th Open for Sunny Lofts and bred by Alistair Hogg from Winchburgh, 9th & 10th UK, 68th & 71st Open for Team Thomas and both pigeons being bred by Mark, Christine & Thomas Kirby from Asselby, 11th UK, 74th Open for The Nuneaton Nutters with a pigeon bred by Mr. Lennon from West Midlands, 12th UK, 97th Open for Yew Tree Lofts with a pigeon bred by George Pendleton from Ormskirk, 13th UK, 106th Open for Easy Company Syndicate and bred by Damien Fleming from Todmorden who still has his 3 entries in the race, 14th UK, 108th Open for Rippon Rippers with a pigeon bred by Pieter Oberholster from Lask Edge and 15th UK, 130th Open for Max Wilkes & Son from Solihull who still as all his 6 entries left in the race. Another 5 UK pigeons clocked in the top 191 in the Open and with 50 UK pigeons clocked in the top 381 in the Open, making it another great race for the UK Team. A total of 409 UK pigeons were officially recorded on the day. By 10-17 on Sunday morning this total had risen to 416, with finally 416 making it back to base camp by nightfall, which meant 6 had still to return. No more returns up to Monday loft check. At the Monday loft check 416 UK pigeons were accounted for.

REGIONAL NOMINATIONS OF $2, $5 & $10 for the UK in this Training Race 10 resulted in only 21 pigeons being entered and was won by the following competitors:- 34th Open for Aspirate Ad Astra with Obi Donagh Swahildur which won $140.25c and 47th Open also for Aspirate Ad Astra with Obi Luana winning £15.30c. Both these pigeons being bred by Pieter Oberholster from Lask Edge. 
GLOBAL NOMINATIONS OF $1, $2, $5, $10, $20, $50 & $100 in this Training Race 10 attracted a lot of interest and really did well and actually showed 229 pigeons being entered and this included 38 from the United Kingdom and this resulted in a total of $7,248.80c being flown for and United Kingdom fanciers won the following:- 34th Open for Aspirate Ad Astra with Obi Donagh Swahildur winning $561.00c and 47th Open for Aspirate Ad Astra with Obi Luana winning $136.00c. Both these pigeons were bred by Pieter Oberholster from Lask Edge. All the nominations were taken by the first 48 pigeons. 

CONGRATULATIONS for taking 1st & 3rd Ireland, 287th & 307th Open went to Cannon Lillis Lofts with two pigeons bred by Jos Reilly with his winning pigeon Dream On being clocked at 07-36-11, 2nd Ireland, 304th Open went to the Irish Race Team Shipper Gerry McCourt, 4th Ireland, 351st Open went to Nashers Team, 5th Ireland, 488th Open to Neill O’Brian and 6th Ireland, 496th Open another for Cannon Lillis Lofts. By nightfall a total of 44 Irish pigeons had been officially clocked. By 10-17 on Sunday morning 45 had made it back to base camp.

SUN CITY OVERALL GRAND AVERAGES WHICH OFFERS A 1st PRIZE OF $10,000,

2nd PRIZE OF $5,000 and a 3rd PRIZE OF $2,000 (these prizes can only be won by pigeons that were actually ACTIVATED prior to the 1st Hot Spot Race). Results after ten official races have been flown are as follows:- 1st Open goes to the Koopman Racing Pigeons from Netherlands with their pigeon named Paparazzi which is now leading this classification by nearly six and a half minutes. It was interesting to note that the first five positions are all being held by pigeon from five different countries and that there are actually seven different countries represented in the top 10. Holding 1st UK, 11th Open goes to Jurgen & Caroline Josch from Hailsham with pigeon named Goodwood, 2nd UK,

42nd Open for Brown Brothers from Gloucester with Turbo, 3rd UK, 44th Open for Van Vaizeys with Ovett bred by A. Webb & Son from Hampshire, 4th UK, 61st Open for Dave & Paul McCarthy from Wallasey with Wallasey Belle, 5th UK, 66th Open Yew Tree Lofts with Slash bred by George Pendleton from Ormskirk, 6th UK, 85th Open for Robbie Prettejohn & Jesse James with Miss Jesse James bred by Robbie/Jan Prettejohn from Plymouth, 7th UK, 87th Open for the Paul Smith Syndicate with African Wizard bred by Jimmy Richards from Laindon, 8th UK, 88th Open for Foxgrove Lofts with Foxgrove Lurcher bred by Fred Hall & Daughters from Worthing, 9th UK, 89th Open for Southern & McCrudden from Skelmersdale with Misty Blue, 10th & 11th UK, 95th & 99th Open for Moonstone Lofts with Moonstone Slider and Moonstone Popster both bred by D. Gruzelier from Ravenstone, 12th UK, 121st Open for The Nuneaton Nutters with April bred by Mr. Lennon from West Midlands, 13th UK, 145th Open for Syndicate Lofts UK with Syndicate Lady Kannibaal bred by Peter Fox from Bangor, 14th UK, 148th Open another for the Paul Smith Syndicate with African Charm and also bred by Jimmy Richards from Laindon and the 15th UK, 151st Open for Rippon Rippers with Rippon Witness bred by Pieter Oberholster from Lask Edge. Holding 1st Ireland, 70th Open is The Green Team with pigeon named Riley, 2nd Ireland, 160th Open goes to Cooley Brothers with Popeye The Boy, 3rd Ireland, 162nd Open Neill O’Brian with Try Me, 4th Ireland, 181st Open for Luigi Forte with Kanio, 5th Ireland, 260th Open is Lucas Lofts with Junior O and 6th Ireland, 263rd Open goes to Cannon Lillis Lofts with Jackie and bred by Jos Reilly.

THE KNOCKOUT COMPETITION started on the 2nd Hot Spot Race on Saturday 29th November and I can now confirm that the revised number of 2,739 pigeons were entered and this total is made up from 2,278 International and 461 South African pigeons and within these numbers are also 341 from the United Kingdom and 40 from Ireland. This classification has five rounds (Hot Spot Races 2, 3, 4 & 5 and the Final Race) but only PIGEONS THAT ARE ACTIVATED AND PAID FOR BEFORE TO THE 1st HOT SPOT RACE which took place on Saturday 22nd November are eligible to compete for the $25,000 (approx. £17,250) 1st Prize. This is just another reason to have all your pigeons ACTIVATED before the 1st Hot Spot Race took place. Should any Hot Spot Race be cancelled one of the Training Races prior to the Final Race will be used to calculate the next round’s pigeons. Pigeons that are knocked out of this competition will still compete in all the other competitions that take place in the run up to the Final Race. KNOCKOUT ROUND 1 takes place on the 2nd Hot Spot Race on Saturday 29th November when 1,781 (65%) of the entered pigeons returning from that race will move into the next round. KNOCKOUT ROUND 2 will take place on the 3rd Hot Spot Race on Saturday 13th December when 980 (55%) of the entered pigeons returning from that race will move forward into the next round. KNOCKOUT ROUND 3 takes place on the 4th Hot Spot Race on Monday 29th December when 343 (35%) of the entered pigeons returning from that race will move forward into the next round. KNOCKOUT ROUND 4 takes place on the 5th Hot Spot Race on Saturday 10th January when only 69 (20%) of the returning pigeons from that race will move forward into the next round. The KNOCKOUT FINAL ROUND will take place in the SUN CITY MILLION DOLLAR FINAL RACE on Saturday 31st January 2009 from 552km (approx. 343 miles), with the first of the 69 remaining KNOCKOUT PIGEONS that is clocked will walk away with “THE POT OF GOLD” and the $25,000 (approx. £17,250) 1st Prize. GOOD LUCK TO EVERYBODY THAT HAS PIGEONS ENTERED IN THIS INTERESTING AND ENTHRALLING COMPETITION. It was also interesting to see that 299 more pigeons were actually entered into this competition than for the 2007/8 race series.

It can be reveal that from the 1,781 (65%) that went through in Round 1, this total was made up of 1,484 International, 297 South African, with 211 from the United Kingdom and 26 from Ireland which now go through to Round 2 that takes place on the 3rd Hot Spot Race on Saturday 13th December from 300km (186 miles) which will be the pigeons toughest test so far. GOOD LUCK IF YOU STILL HAVE A PIGEON OR PIGEONS LEFT IN THIS CLASSIFICATION.

Training Race 11 took place on Wednesday 10th December from 79km (49 miles) and a total of 3,759 pigeons were basketed, which included 2,988 International and 770 South African entries with 415 UK and 45 Irish pigeons in this convoy. They were all liberated at 07-00 with fine and partly cloudy conditions, tail wind and a temperature of 26c (79f) at liberation and a good race was anticipated.

CONGRATULATIONS for 1st Open goes to JSO King Syndicate from South Africa with pigeon named Mk Rory which was clocked at 07-52-48 to record a velocity of 1627ypm (55mph), this pigeon had previously won 125th, 6th, 6th  and is the same way bred as the pigeon that took 6th Open in this race, the parents have already bred pigeons to win 2nd, 5th and 11th in past SCMDP races, 2nd Open Gebr Bluemmers from Germany, 3rd Open Karl Heinz Lang from Germany, 4th Open Edgar Peters from Germany, 5th Open Ahmad S Al-Juwisri from Kuwait, 6th Open another for JSO King Syndicate from South Africa, this pigeon had previously won 120th, 69th and a 3rd Open and is the same way bred as the race winner, 7th Open Boris Sovic from Slovenia, 8th Open Berlaarse Hafo Vriendenkring from Belgium, 9th Open The Royal Lofts (Her Majesty The Queen) from United Kingdom and 10th Open for Veenstra Pigeons from Netherlands. Only 40.40 seconds separated the top 10 pigeons with 78.50 seconds covering the top 50. Another fantastic International race with 7 different countries being represented in the top ten. A total of 3,667 pigeons were electronically recorded by 08-56 and a later update showed 3,689 by 10-03, leaving only 69 to return or go into the lofts. Further updates showed 3,696 by 12-18 and then 3,700 by 17-32 leaving just 58 to make it back to base camp.

CONGRATULATIONS for taking 1st UK, 9th Open for The Royal Lofts (Her Majesty The Queen) making it a “RIGHT ROYAL RACE” with pigeon named Royal Drive which was clocked at 07-53-27 just 38 seconds after the race winner and bred by Carlo Napolitano who is the current Royal Loft Manager, this pigeon had previously won 384th, 95th & 81st Open in earlier races. It is also great to see that all 6 pigeons sent to the race are still in the lofts at the current time, which in itself is a remarkable achievement when over 1,800 pigeons have already bit the dust. This loft also won 2nd Open National Flying Club during the 2008 race season. 2nd UK, 38th Open goes to Team Thomas with a pigeon bred by Mark, Christine & Thomas Kirby from Asselby, 3rd UK, 51st Open for Aspirate Ad Astra with a pigeon bred by Pieter Oberholster from Lask Edge, 4th UK, 65th Open for Van Vaizeys with Ovett bred by A. Webb & Son from Hampshire, 5th UK, 78th Open another for Aspirate Ad Astra with another pigeon bred by Pieter Oberholster from Lask Edge, 6th UK, 87th Open another for Van Vaizeys with pigeon Golden Husk bred by Steven Vaisey from Portsmouth, 7th UK, 97th Open for Sunny Lofts with a pigeon bred by Alistair Hogg from Winchburgh, 8th UK, 119th Open for Max Wilkes & Sons from Solihull, who still has 6 out of 6 in the running, 9th UK, 119th Open for Darren Peters from East Heckington, 10th UK, 146th Open for Robbie Prettejohn & Jesse James with Miss Jesse James bred by Robbie/Jan Prettejohn from Plymouth, 11th UK, 153rd Open for Crystal Palace Eagles with a pigeon bred by Donavon & Peart from Tadworth, 12th UK, 156th Open for Joesch – Burger – Rossouw  with a pigeon bred by Jurgen & Caroline Josch from Hailsham, 13th UK, 178th Open for Yew Tree Lofts with a pigeon bred by George Pendleton from Ormskirk, 14th UK, 188th Open another for Team Thomas and bred by Mark, Christine & Thomas Kirby from Asselby and 15th UK, 199th Open for Jurgen & Caroline Josch from Hailsham. Another great race for the UK Team with 50 pigeons clocked in the top 401 in the result. A total of 401 UK pigeons were officially clocked by 08-56 and a further update showed 404 clocked by 10-03. Further updates showed 407 home by 12-18 and then 408 by 17-32, leaving 7 still to return.

CONGRATULATIONS for taking 1st Ireland, 33rd Open for the Irish Team Shipper Gerry McCourt with his pigeon named Adam 4 which was clocked at 07-53-55 bet he will be out on the town tonight pouring a few pints of amber nectar down his throat, 2nd Ireland, 134th Open for Lucas Lofts, 3rd Ireland, 332nd Open for Neill O’Brian, 4th Ireland, 346th Open Nashers Team, 5th Ireland, 362nd Open Brown & Lucas and 6th Ireland, 447th Open for Cooley Brothers. All the 45 Irish pigeons that were basketed were officially clocked by 08-56, making it an excellent race for them.

SUN CITY OVERALL AVERAGES after eleven official races are currently standing as follows:- 1st Open is currently held by Koopman Racing Pigeons from Netherlands with his great pigeon named Paparazzi which is flying exceptionally well at the moment and has won 270th, 16th, 22nd, 10th, 34th, 569th, 55th, 733rd, 26th, 111th and 95th in the last 11 races, excellent flying in any competition but against the best in the world really is top class. This pigeon is now leading this classification by seven minutes and 38 seconds and has now held the number one spot for four races on the trot. It is interesting to see that currently 7 different countries are currently represented in the top 10 and nearly 17 minutes between 1st and 10th. Holding onto 1st UK, 8th Open is Jurgen & Caroline Josch from Hailsham with their good pigeon Goodwood which has now held onto the number one spot for four races running, 2nd UK, 39th Open for Van Vaizeys with Ovett bred by A. Webb & Son from Hampshire, 3rd UK, 53rd Open goes to Brown Brothers from Gloucester with Turbo, 4th UK, 62nd Open for Yew Tree Lofts with Slash and bred by George Pendleton from Ormskirk, 5th UK, 65th Open for Robbie Prettejohn & Jesse James with Miss Jesse James and bred by Robbie/Jan Prettejohn from Plymouth, 6th UK, 67th Open for Dave & Paul McCarthy from Wallasey with Wallasey Belle, 7th UK, 76th Open for Southern & McCrudden from Skelmersdale with Misty Blue, 8th UK, 77th Open for Moonstone Lofts with Moonstone Slider bred by D. Gruzelier from Ravenstone, 9th UK, 78th Open for the Paul Smith Syndicate from Stansted Mountfitchet with African Wizard and bred by Jimmy Richards from Laindon and 10th UK, 80th Open for Foxgrove Lofts with Foxgrove Lurcher bred by Fred Hall & Daughter from Worthing. Another 9 UK pigeons in the top 201 in this classification making it a very impressive team performance. Holding onto 1st Ireland, 68th Open for The Green Team with their pigeon named Riley, 2nd Ireland, 138th Open for Neill O’Brian with Try Me and then 3rd Ireland, 144th Open for Cooley Brothers with Popeye The Boy. Another 3 Irish pigeons in the top 258 in this classification.

ACTIVATION OF RESERVES:- If you have not already done this you can now do it at any time. All you do is contact the Country Shipper who you sent your pigeons through and they will arrange to get your Reserve/s “ACTIVATED” before the next race. The fee for “ACTIVATION” is $1,000 per pigeon. However, if after “ACTIVATION” takes place this pigeon or pigeons get lost prior to the basketing of the Final Race and has won no Special Prize Money or Awards in the earlier races, then this money is credited in full to your ASI Account and you can either use it to purchase another Reserve Pigeon/s after the 5th Hot Spot Race and have this flying under your name in the Final Race, or leave the credit/s in your ASI Account to use in the future. PLEASE DO NOT TAKE A CHANCE BY HAVING ONE OR MORE OF YOUR PIGEONS “NOT ACTIVATED”. IT REALLY IS NOT WORTH TAKING THE RISK OF MISSING OUT ON A MAJOR CASH PRIZE OR A BRAND NEW MOTOR CAR.

After Training Race11 took place the pigeons then had two more short training tosses on Thursday and Friday before being basketed for the 3rd Hot Spot Race which takes place on Saturday 13th  December from around 300km (approx. 187 miles) with a total of 3,736 pigeons being basketed, which contained 2,973 International and 763 South African pigeons, with 410 from the United Kingdom and 45 from Ireland. GOOD LUCK TO ALL COMPETITORS. 

The training and race programme will consist of daily training tosses (except Sundays) and a race every Saturday as follows, plus a few extra Wednesday races and one race programmed for a Monday. The whole race programme will consist of 27 Training Races, which will include 5 x Hot Spot Races and of course the Final Race. The next race will be the 3rd Hot Spot Race from 300km (approx. 187 miles) on the 13th December, followed by Training Race 12 from 80km (approx 50 miles). Then Training Race 13 from 140km (approx. 87 miles) on Saturday 20th December with Training Race 14 from 80km (approx. 50 miles) due to be held on Christmas Eve, Wednesday 24th December. No training on Christmas Day and Boxing Day then on to the 4th Hot Spot Race from 350km (approx. miles) on Monday 29th December 2008. Then we move into 2009 and have Training Race 15 from 140km (approx 87 miles) on Saturday 3rd January followed by Training Race 16 from 80km (approx. 50 miles) on Wednesday 7th January. We then have the 5th Hot Spot Race from 400km (approx. 249 miles) on Saturday 10th January with Training Race 16 from 80km (approx. 50 miles) on Wednesday 14th January, with Training Race 17 from 80km (approx. 50 miles) on Wednesday 14th January and then Training Race 18 from 140km (approx. 87 miles) on Saturday 17th January. Training Race 19 will be from 80km (approx. 50 miles) on Wednesday 21st January with Training Race 20 from 140km (approx. 87 miles) on Saturday 24th January, with Training Race 21 from 80km (approx. 50 miles) to be held on Wednesday 28th January and then of course “THE FINAL RACE” on Saturday 31st January 2009 from 552km (343 miles). Of course the weather conditions will have to be right for all of these races to take place, if not they will be basketed and liberated on another day when the weather forecast is better and the Race Director’s decision will be final. The object of this great race from day one has always been to get as many pigeons to the “FINAL RACE” as possible and give all fanciers/competitors/entrants a fair chance in the “FINAL RACE”.

GOOD LUCK TO ALL CONCERNED AND REGULAR “INTERNATIONAL PRESS RELEASES”, “NEWSLETTERS” AND “UPDATES” WILL BE SENT OUT TO ALL COMPETITORS/ENTRANTS AND SYNDICATE SHAREHOLDERS ON A WEEKLY BASIS OVER THE NEXT FEW MONTHS.
