 (THE RACE WITH THE PROVEN TRACK RECORD)
  (THE GREATEST PIGEON RACE IN THE WORLD)

    WHICH IS DUE TO BE HELD IN SUN CITY, SOUTH AFRICA ON SATURDAY 30th JANUARY 2010.       

Now the team of pigeons are gaining more and more experience after about 30 training tosses and two pre-race training flights and the official Training Race 1 and they really are ready for the rest of the 2009/10 race series and these athletes of the skies are now ready to have their Training Race 2 which took place on Saturday 7th November from 81km (approx. 50 miles) and a total of 4,288 pigeons were basketed and this figure included 3,627 International pigeons and 661 from South Africa with 302 from the United Kingdom and 59 from Ireland. This convoy were liberated at 07-00 with a strong head wind fine and partly cloudy, afternoon thunderstorms and a temperature of 26c (79f) and a good race was anticipated.

CONGRATULATIONS for winning 1st Open in this race went to Gallo Loft from the United States Of America with pigeon named Danita which was officially clocked at 08-00-22 to record a winning velocity of 1466ypm (50mph), 2nd Open went to Team Troellsch from Germany, 3rd Open to Team Enschede from the Netherlands, 4th Open for Belgica-De-Weerd also from the Netherlands, 5th Open for A Sikora – G Selter from Germany, 6th Open for Danie and Johanna Lofts from South Africa, 7th Open for Lionel Debusschere from Belgium, 8th Open for Doehlemann – Weitstreckenclub from Germany, 9th Open for Horst u Frank Sander from Germany and then 10th Open for Koopman Racing Pigeons 1 representing the Netherlands. There were 5 different countries in the top 10 and these were covered by only 17.55 seconds, with 65-20 seconds covering the top 50 and 109.55 seconds covering the top 100 pigeons in this race. The first report showed 3,794 pigeons clocked by 08-48, then another update showed a total of 3,918 pigeons were officially clocked by 12-19 and then a further update showed 4,076 being clocked by 16-19 leaving 212 pigeons still to return to the lofts. Some of the later pigeons did exceptionally well to make it home on the day as from 14-30 it was heavy rains and thunder and lightening at the lofts. Of course more pigeons homed later in the day and during Sunday and these should all be fit enough to participate in the next race. So all in all, another excellent race which gives this team more experience to cope with what is in front of them. 

CONGRATULATIONS for winning 1st United Kingdom, 21st Open went to Lloyd and Kelly from Didcot with their pigeon named Frankie E, which was clocked at 08-00-53 just 30 seconds behind the race winner, 2nd UK, 48th Open went to Syndicate Lofts UK with a pigeon bred by Peter Fox from Bangor, 3rd UK, 58th Open to the Magnificent Seven Syndicate and bred by Paul Simpson from Ripon, 4th UK, 61st Open went to Mr & Mrs Paul Bell from Liverpool, 5th UK, 63rd Open for Slim Timmis and Snooker and bred by Slim Timmis from Newcastle, 6th UK, 103rd Open for Long – McAllister – Smith Syndicate administered by Paul Smith from Stansted Mountfitchet and with a pigeon bred by Bruce McAllister from Furneaux Pelham, which won 1st UK, 5th Open in the last race, 7th UK, 130th Open for Mr & Mrs Brian Clayburn from Ackworth who of course won 1st Open 13th SCMDPR 2009, 8th UK, 140th Open for the Paul Smith Syndicate, which is administered by Paul and with a pigeon bred by Jimmy Richards from Laindon, 9th UK, 153rd Open for the Horseshoe Syndicate with a pigeon bred by Steve Radcliffe from Skelmersdale, 10th UK, 175th Open for T Birchall – MCC Sponsor Team bred by T A Birchall from the Midlands, 11th UK, 182nd Open for Evans and Bamford with a pigeon bred by Paul Bamford from Swansea, 12th UK, 186th Open another for Slim Timmis and Snooker and bred by Slim Timmis from Newcastle, 13th UK, 191st Open another for T A Birchall – MCC Sponsor Team and bred by T A Birchall from the Midlands, 14th UK, 261st Open for The Scrapyard Stumppers and bred by Geoff Kirkland from Longton, 15th & 16th UK, 271st & 349th Open two pigeons for Tony Darling from Southampton, 17th UK, 359th Open another for Syndicate Lofts UK and bred by Peter Fox from Bangor, 18th UK, 419th Open for N+A Evans, Cuthbert and Sutton with a pigeon bred by N Evans from Wolviston, 19th UK, 456th Open another for the Paul Smith Syndicate, administer by Paul and with a pigeon bred by Terry Robinson from Enfield and then 20th UK, 458th Open for the Stretton Family and bred by Roy Stretton from Cannock Wood. A total of 275 United Kingdom pigeons were officially clocked in by 08-40 and then a further update showed that 290 had been officially clocked by 15-46, leaving just 12 to return to the lofts. Of course more pigeons arrived after this time and during Sunday and should all be ready to compete in the next Training Race in a couple of day’s time.

CONGRATULATIONS for winning 1st & 3rd Ireland, 73rd & 352nd Open for Cannon Lillis Lofts with the winning pigeon named Sandra Chose being clocked at 08-01-51 and both pigeons being bred by Jos Reilly from Dublin, whose pigeons have started this race season off really well, 2nd Ireland, 317th Open went to Gleeson and Lucas, 4th Ireland, 357th Open for Mick Feeney and Sons, 5th Ireland, 392nd Open for Nashers Team and 6th Ireland, 471st Open for Paul Poole and Son. A total of 57 Irish Team pigeons were clocked before 11-26, leaving just 2 pigeons to make it back to the lofts.

After a day enjoying themselves around the lofts and another couple of daily training tosses Training Race 3 took place on Thursday 12th November (one day late) and a total of 4,084 pigeons were officially basketed, which included 3,461 International and 623 from South Africa and 290 pigeons from the United Kingdom and 57 from Ireland and then they were all liberated at 07-00 from 81km (approx. 50 miles) with light head wind with fine and clear conditions and a temperature of 25c (77f) and a steady race was anticipated.

CONGRATULATIONS for winning 1st Open in this race went to Nanez Family Loft from the United States Of America with their pigeon named Jo Jo which was clocked at 08-02-04 to record a winning velocity of 1419ypm (48mph). Something worthy of a mention is that this is the third race in a row that an American pigeon has won 1st Open, 2nd Open went to Wolfgang + Guenter Zimmermann from Germany, 3rd Open went to Team Brandy from Germany, 4th Open to Bernd u Karin Schnell from Germany, 5th Open to Antoon Vandenberghe – Soete Dina from Belgium, 6th Open to Hannes Weinberger from Austria, 7th Open for Gaddin Brothers and Charl Stander from South Africa, 8th Open for Koopman Racing Pigeons II from Netherlands, 9th Open for Mr and Mrs Paul Bell from United Kingdom and 10th Open for Team GerbiDave from Germany. It turned out to be a great International result with seven different countries represented in the top 10 and with only 12.60 seconds between them with 40.10 seconds covering the first 50 and 64.75 seconds covering the first 100 in this result. A total of 3,785 pigeons were electronically recorded by 08-55-54, all within 54 minutes of the actual race winner. A further update showed 3,851 pigeons were cocked by 12-54 then a later update showed 3,974 clocked by 15-07, leaving 110 pigeons to return to the lofts.

CONGRATULATIONS for winning 1st United Kingdom, 9th Open went to Mr and Mrs Paul Bell from Liverpool with their pigeon named Balkana which was clocked at 08-02-12, just 8.55 seconds after the actual race winner, 2nd UK, 21st Open went to Jurgen + Caroline Joesch from Hailsham, 3rd UK, 43rd Open for Freedom Fighters with a pigeon bred by Bill & Beryl Lewis from Kempsey, 4th & 6th UK, 64th & 108th Open for SJDR Syndicate, administered by Paul Stokes from Broughton Astley with both pigeons bred by Paul & Ray Stokes, 5th UK, 88th Open for Evans and Bamford with a pigeon bred by Paul Bamford from Swansea, 7th UK, 113th Open for Syndicate Lofts UK with a pigeon bred by Peter Fox of Bangor, 8th UK, 120th Open another for Jurgen + Caroline Joesch from Hailsham, 9th UK, 138th Open for the Magnificent Seven Syndicate and bred by Paul Simpson from Ripon, 10th & 11th UK, 206th & 232nd Open for Team Oberholster and both bred by Pieter & Kate Oberholster from Lask Edge, 12th UK, 239th Open for Slim Timmis and Snooker from Newcastle, 13th UK, 248th Open For M J Wilkes and Son from Solihull, 14th, 18th & 19th UK, 264th, 331st & 336th Open all went to the Paul Smith Syndicate which is administer by Paul Smith from Stansted Mountfitchet and all 3 pigeons bred by Jimmy Richards from Laindon, 15th UK, 270th Open for the Harrow Boys 1 with a pigeon bred by Steve Buckle from Northwood, 16th UK, 323rd Open for Tony Darling from Southampton, 17th UK, 328th Open for Chris Gordon from Old Snydale and the 20th UK, 361st Open for Mark Gilbert from Windsor. A total of 262 UK pigeons were electronically recorded by 08-54 which was 52 minutes after the actual race winner, leaving 28 pigeons still to return to the lofts. A further update showed 268 pigeons clocked by 12-54, then a later one showed 282 clocked by 15-05, leaving just eight pigeons to return to the lofts.

CONGRATULATIONS for winning 1st Ireland, 15th Open went to Oliver Bond Flats with their pigeon named The Warlord which was officially clocked at 08-02-20, 2nd Ireland, 162nd Open for Nashers Team, 3rd Ireland, 260th Open for Gleeson and Lucas, 4th & 5th Ireland, 318th & 565th Open went to Cannon Lillis Lofts, both pigeons bred by Jos Reilly and then 6th Ireland, 599th Open for Universal Lofts. A total of 55 Irish pigeons were electronically recorded by 08-49, leaving just 2 to return to the lofts. A further update at 12-54 still showed 55 clocked, then another showed 56 clocked by 13-55, leaving just one pigeon to return to the lofts.

SUN CITY OVERALL AVERAGES carries $5,000, $3,000 and a $2,000 cash prize for the first three pigeons in this category but only No. 1 pigeons or pigeons fully paid for before the first official Training Race are eligible to win the actual prize money. Now after three official races have taken place the web site shows the following:- 1st Open Team Primes from Austria with pigeon named Bernd, 2nd Open for Team Godau from Germany with Merima, 3rd Open for Vroege Morgen from Belgium with Willem, 4th Open for Group EL from South Africa with Zola, 5th Open for Arthur Lofts from Canada with Dream Catcher, 6th Open for Koopman Racing Pigeons II from Netherlands with Noble Ambition, 7th Open for Heyde-Desmeytere from Belgium with Glitter, 8th Open for Si Se Puede Farm Syndicate from United States Of America with Art, 9th Open for Ferenco Butyka from Austria with Eniko, 10th Open for Hok M. Reijnen from Netherlands with Gallardo, 11th Open for Nova Club from Belgium with Leon 2 and 12th Open for the Long – McAllister – Smith Syndicate, administered by Paul Smith from Stansted Mountfitchet and with pigeon named Charity Superstar bred by Bruce McAllister from Furneaux Pelham. This pigeon is just 3 minutes and 16 seconds behind the pigeon holding the number one spot. A truly International result with pigeons from 6 different countries holding the first six places and 8 different countries represented in the top 12 positions. 

Holding onto 1st UK, 12th Open in this category goes to the Long – McAllister – Smith Syndicate with Charity Superstar (details above), 2nd UK, 57th Open for Tony Darling from Southampton with Hampshire Boy, 3rd UK, 87th Open for Gorse Syndicate with High Tip bred by Arnold Tweats from Congleton, 4th UK, 139th Open for the Paul Smith Syndicate with African Pacemaker bred by Jimmy Richards from Laindon, 5th UK, 149th Open for Team Thomas with Kirwood Hilda bred by Mike, Christine & Thomas Kirby from Asselby, 6th UK, 229th Open for Freedom Fighters with Freelands Ruby bred by Bill & Beryl Lewis from Kempsey, 7th UK, 250th Open for Woodhouse Lofts with Hurricane 3 bred by Nev Proctor from Brown Edge, 8th UK, 264th Open for The Scrapyard Stumppers  with Bessies Jaz bred by Geoff Kirkland from Longton, 9th UK, 284th Open for the Smith and Richards Syndicate, administer by Paul Smith from Stansted Mountfitchet with Queen Of Africa bred by Jimmy Richards from Laindon and the 10th UK, 287th Open for the Shropshire Lads with Telford Journal bred by John & Norma Preece from Telford.

Holding onto 1st Ireland, 19th Open in this category goes to Cannon Lillis Lofts with pigeon named Carlo and bred by Jos Reilly from Dublin, 2nd Ireland, 42nd Open another for Cannon Lillis Lofts with Sandra Chose, 3rd Ireland, 205th Open for Tom Cahill with Tom C then 4th Ireland, 238th Open for Gerry McCourt from Dublin who acts as the Irish Race Team Shipper with his pigeon named Fair City.   

More training on Friday and then hopefully the official Training Race 4 will take place on Saturday 14th November from 110km (approx. 68 miles). This race will be the first race for Nominations and if any entrant or competitor wants to have a gamble of this or future races then they must add funds to their ASI account. Please speak to the person that shipped your pigeons to arrange for funds to be added or transferred to your Nomination Account. 

The training and race programme will then consist of daily training tosses (except Sundays) and a race nearly every Saturday as follows, plus numerous Wednesday races. No races will take place on Saturday 26th December 2009 or Saturday 2nd January 2010 as these are Bank Holidays. The whole race programme will consist of 24 Training Races, which will include 5 x Hot Spot Races and of course the Final Race. All of these Training Flights, HOT SPOT RACE and FINAL RACE are subject to weather conditions and if they can’t be held on these appointed dates, they will be held on the best available date. The Race Directors decision will be final. THE RACE PROGRAMME IS AS FOLLOWS:- Training Flight 1 will take place on Wednesday 4th November from 80km (50 miles), Training Flight 2 on Saturday 7th November from 80km (50 miles), Training Flight 3 on Wednesday 11th November from 80km (50 miles), Training Flight 4 on Saturday 14th November from 110km (68 miles), Training Flight 5 on Wednesday 18th November from 80km (50 miles), Training Flight 6 on Saturday 21st November from 110km (68 miles), Training Flight 7 on Wednesday 25th November from 80km (50 miles), HOT SPOT 1 on Saturday 28th November from 150km (93 miles), Training Flight 8 on Wednesday 2nd December from 80km (50 miles), Training Flight 9 on Saturday 5th December from 110km (68 miles), Training Flight 10 on Wednesday 9th December from 80km (50 miles), HOT SPOT 2 on Saturday 12th December from 190km (118 miles), Training Flight 11 on Wednesday 16th December from 80km (50 miles), HOT SPOT 3 on Saturday 19th December from 230km (143 miles), Training Flight 12 on Wednesday 23rd December from 80km (50 miles), HOT SPOT 4 on Wednesday 30th December from 280km (174 miles), Training Flight 13 on Wednesday 6th January 2010 from 80km (50 miles), HOT SPOT 5 on Saturday 9th January from 350km (218 miles), Training Race 14 on Wednesday 13th January from 50km (31 miles), Training Flight 15 on Saturday 16th January from 80km (50 miles), Training Flight 16 on Wednesday 20th January from 80km (50 miles), Training Flight 17 on Saturday 23rd January from 110km (68 miles), Training Flight 18 on Wednesday 27th January from 80km (50 miles) and then the SUN CITY MILLION DOLLAR FINAL RACE on Saturday 30th January 2010 from 552km (343 miles).

Just ask anybody that has travelled out with my group in past years, all will tell you that they have had a wonderful experience, in fact many are travelling out again for the 2010 SCMDPR to enjoy a well earned break in the South African sun and quite a few fanciers will be going out for their seventh or eighth time and some have even been more times. It really is a great experience to spend a few days involved with the most prestigious pigeon race in the world and then to have a few extra days enjoying everything that is great about South Africa.

***SPECIAL NOTICE*** One point that should be pointed out to all competitors and entrants is that only your NUMBER 1 pigeons is “ACTIVATED” (FULLY PAID UP ENTRY) with the other TWO (2) pigeons in each of your “TEAM OF 3” being your RESERVES or BACK-UP PIGEONS. Another point worth mentioning is if you happened to lose your NUMBER 1 PIGEON, your NUMBER 2 PIGEON would replace it FREE OF CHARGE and likewise if you then lost your NUMBER 2 PIGEON, your NUMBER 3 PIGEON would then replace that one FREE OF CHARGE. If you were unlucky enough to lose all your entries of 3 pigeons in any of your “TEAMS” and they had won no “Special Prize Money” in the Hot Spot Races then you are entitled to a FREE ENTRY into the 2011 SCMDPR, all you have to pay is the shipping/export costs. This of course represents great value for your money. All pigeons go to every training toss and Saturday races providing they are fit enough but can only compete for any of the allocated PRIZE MONEY or SPECIAL AWARDS in the 5 HOT SPOT RACES if they are “ACTIVATED” and that means that these must be paid for prior to the 1st HOT SPOT RACE, which is due to take place on Saturday 28th November 2009. The cost to “ACTIVATE” these “RESERVES or BACK-UP PIGEONS” is US$1,000 but that will then entitle all these fully paid up pigeons to compete and be eligible to fly for all the extra cash prizes and special awards that amounts to close to US$300,000 (approx. £187,500). The one thing to remember is that once your reserve pigeon or pigeons are fully paid for, if then they get lost and have won no prize money or special awards in the Special Money Races, then you get this money refunded (less about US$15 for bank charges) or added to your ASI account, which can then be used to purchase another pigeon at a later date and be entered into the Final Race under your name or syndicate. Please make sure that you “ACTIVATE” your remaining “Reserve Pigeon/s” with the person you shipped your pigeons with prior to the 1st HOT SPOT RACE on SATURDAY 28th NOVEMBER 2009.

I suggest that get all your “UN-ACTIVATED” pigeons “ACTIVATED” before THURSDAY 26th NOVEMBER 2009 so they are all in the running for any allocated cash awards or special prizes. Every year some fanciers get caught out by “NOT-ACTIVATING” some of their unpaid reserve pigeons, this has actually cost fanciers/entrants winning cash prizes and even in some cases a Brand New Motor Car. IT REALLY IS NOT WORTH TAKING THE RISK OF NOT HAVING ALL YOUR PIGEONS ACTIVATED.
