    WHICH IS DUE TO BE HELD IN SUN CITY, SOUTH AFRICA ON SATURDAY 30th JANUARY 2010.       

Now the team of pigeons are gaining more and more experience after numerous training tosses and races and they really are ready for the rest of the 2009/10 race series and these athletes of the skies are now ready to have their Training Race 4 which took place on Saturday 14th November from 113km (approx. 70 miles) and a total of 4,015 pigeons from 33 different countries  were basketed and this figure included 3,403 International pigeons and 612 from South Africa with 285 from the United Kingdom and 56 from Ireland. This convoy were liberated at 08-30 near Venersdorp with little to no wind, partly cloudy and a temperature of 25c (77f) and a good race was anticipated by Zandy Meyer (Race Director) and Dave van der Merwe (Loft Manager).

CONGRATULATIONS for winning 1st Open in this race went to Kelley-Buckner from the United States Of America with pigeon named Dreamboys Phanthom which was officially clocked at 09-56-31 to record a winning velocity of 1433ypm (49mph), it should be mentioned that this is the fourth race in a row when an American pigeon has won 1st Open, 2nd Open went to Team Sylt from Germany, 3rd Open to Edgar Peter from Germany, 4th Open for Horst Fruttiger also from Germany, 5th Open for Hans Eijerkamp + Sons from Netherlands, 6th Open for a Defaulter Pigeon, 7th Open for Team Die Zernsdorfer from Germany, 8th Open for Greg Fierro from United States Of America, 9th Open for the Magnificent Seven Syndicate from the United Kingdom and then 10th Open for Team Waldeck from Germany. There were 4 different countries in the top 10 and these were covered by only 07.55 seconds, with 50-35 seconds covering the top 50 and 70.60 seconds covering the top 100 pigeons in this race. The first report showed 420 pigeons clocked by 09-59, then another update showed a total of 3,699 pigeons were officially clocked by 10-54 and then a further update showed 3,736 being officially clocked by 12-23. Then 3,842 by 13-41, 3923 by 14-29 and the final update on the day of 3,694 by 17-51, leaving just 51 missing to return to base. By Monday morning a total of 3,994 were back in the lofts, leaving just 21 missing. So all in all, another excellent race which gives this team more experience to cope with what is in front of them. 

CONGRATULATIONS for winning 1st United Kingdom, 9th Open went to the Magnificent Seven Syndicate with their pigeon named Ocean Wave bred by Paul Simpson from Ripon, which was clocked at 09-56-36 just 04.90 seconds behind the race winner, 2nd UK, 14th Open went to the Paul Smith Syndicate administered by Paul Smith from Stansted Mountfitchet and with a pigeon bred by Jimmy Richards from Laindon, 3rd UK, 20th Open to the Rippon Rippers with a pigeon bred by Pieter & Kate Oberholster from Lask Edge, 4th UK, 22nd Open went to Team Thomas with a pigeon bred by Mike, Christine & Thomas Kirby from Asselby, 5th UK, 24th Open for Team Oberholster with another pigeon bred by Pieter & Kate Oberholster from Lask Edge, 6th UK, 25th Open for Mr and Mrs Paul Bell from Liverpool, 7th UK, 42nd Open for Team Oberholster with a third pigeon bred by Pieter & Kate Oberholster from Lask Edge, 8th UK, 130th Open for Mr & Mrs Brian & Mavis Clayburn from Ackworth, who of course actually win 1st Open in the SCMDPR Final Race in 2009, then 9th UK, 158th Open for Harrow Boys 1 with a pigeon bred by Steve Buckle from Northwood, 10th UK, 218th Open for the Gorse Syndicate with a pigeon bred by Arnold Tweats from Congleton, 11th UK, 231st Open for Slim Timmis and Snooker and bred by Slim Timmis from Newcastle, 12th UK, 232nd Open for Ken Darlington from Barry, 13th UK, 257th Open another for the Paul Smith Syndicate and with a pigeon bred by Terry Robinson from Enfield, 14th UK, 266th Open for Crystal Palace Eagles and bred by Terry Peart & John Donovan from Tadworth, 15th UK, 283rd Open for Long – McAllister – Smith Syndicate with a really good pigeon named Charity Superstar bred by Bruce McAllister from Furneaux Pelham and this is the sixth time in the last six races that this pigeon has been first clocked in this syndicate which has giving it 1st UK, 3rd Open in the Sun City Overall Averages, 16th UK, 311th Open for the Wombles and bred by Mrs A. Smith from Ashbourne, 17th UK, 333rd Open for Freedom Fighters and bred by Bill & Beryl Lewis from Kempsey, 18th UK, 340th Open a second pigeon for Mr & Mrs Brian & Mavis Clayburn from Ackworth, 19th UK, 353rd Open another for the Paul Smith Syndicate, administer by Paul and with another pigeon bred by Jimmy Richards from Laindon and then 20th UK, 356th Open for Jean and Christof Loft bred by Deguara & Szkolny from Thornton Heath. A total of 24 United Kingdom pigeons were officially clocked in by 09-59 and then a further update showed that 263 had been officially clocked by 10-54, 265 by 12-23, 273 by 13-41, 280 by 14-29 and the final update on the day showed 201 by 17-51, leaving just 4 to return to the lofts. By Monday morning a total of 282 were back in the lofts, leaving just 3 to return to base camp. 

CONGRATULATIONS for winning 1st, 3rd & 5th Ireland, 17th, 413th & 468th Open for Cannon Lillis Lofts with the winning pigeon named Carlo being clocked at 09-56-47 and all pigeons being bred by Jos Reilly from Dublin, whose pigeons have started this race season off really well and Carlo has now won a 1st, 2nd, 3rd & 4th Ireland in the first four official races and is currently holding 1st Ireland, 2nd Open in the Sun City Overall Averages, 2nd Ireland, 224th Open went to Tom Cahill who has also started this campaign off well, 4th Ireland, 464th Open for McCourt-Larkin and 6th Ireland, 575th Open for Oliver Bond Flats. A total of 3 Irish Team pigeons were clocked before 09-59 and a later update showed 49 pigeons clocked by 10-54, 50 by 12-23, 53 by 13-41, then 55 by 14-29 and no more by 17-51, leaving just one pigeons to make it back to the lofts. By Monday morning 55 were in the lofts, leaving just 1 pigeon to make it home.

SUN CITY OVERALL AVERAGES carries $5,000, $3,000 and a $2,000 cash prize for the first three pigeons in this category but only No. 1 pigeons or pigeons fully paid for before the first official Training Race are eligible to win the actual prize money. Now after four official races have taken place the web site shows the following:- 1st Open goes to Hok M Reijnen from Netherlands with his excellent pigeon named Gallardo which has won 498th, 143rd, 98th and 4th in the 4 races that count and total time is 4-17-14, 2nd Open goes to Cannon Lillis Lofts from Ireland with Carlo bred by Jos Reilly from Dublin, this pigeon has won 57th, 352nd, 318th and 17th in the 4 races that count and total time is 4-17-56, 3rd Open goes to the Long – McAllister – Smith Syndicate from the United Kingdom, administered by Paul Smith from Stansted Mountfitchet and with a pigeon named Charity Superstar bred by Bruce McAllister from Furneaux Pelham, which has won 5th, 103rd, 426th and 283rd in the 4 races that count and total time is 4-18-40, 4th Open goes to Team Godau from Germany with Merima, 5th Open goes to Georg Oswald from Germany with Achilles, 6th Open Hinrich Schnackenberg from Germany with Horatia, 7th Open Main Lofts from South Africa with pigeon named China, 8th Open Helmut Abel from Germany with Pascal, 9th Open for Koopman Racing Pigeon II from Netherlands with Count Look Alive and the 10th Open for Peeters – Huybregts from Netherlands with Amurat. Good to see 5 different countries represented in the top 10 in this category and with only 2 minutes 24 seconds covering them all.

Holding onto 1st UK, 3rd Open in this category goes to the Long – McAllister – Smith Syndicate, administered by Paul Smith from Stansted Mountfitchet with pigeon named Charity Superstar and bred by Bruce McAllister from Furneaux Pelham, only 86 seconds away from the leader, 2nd UK, 56th Open goes to Tony Darling from Southampton with Hampshire Boy, 3rd UK, 73rd Open goes to Gorse Syndicate with High Tip bred by Arnold Tweats from Congleton, 4th UK, 79th Open goes to the Paul Smith Syndicate with African Pacemaker bred by Jimmy Richards from Laindon, 5th UK, 165th Open for Woodhouse Lofts with Hurricane 3 bred by Nev Proctor from Brown Edge, 6th UK, 247th Open for the Horseshoe Syndicate with Horseshoe Mistress bred by Steve Radcliffe from Skelmersdale, 7th UK, 276th Open for Smith and Richards Syndicate with Queen Of Africa bred by Jimmy Richards from Laindon, 8th UK, 278th Open for The Scrapyard Stumppers with Bessies Jaz bred by Geoff Kirkland from Longton, 9th UK, 302nd Open for L. J. Rix from Mildenhall with Mysterious Girl bred by Brian Colclough from Newmarket and 10th UK, 322nd Open for the Harrow Boys 3 with Charmaine bred by D. Damalie from Wembley.

Holding onto 1st Ireland, 2nd Open in this category goes to Cannon Lillis Lofts with their pigeon named Carlo and bred by Jos Reilly from Dublin, only 42 seconds away from the leader, 2nd Ireland, 69th Open also goes to Cannon Lillis Lofts with Sandra Chose also bred by Jos Reilly, 3rd & 4th Ireland, 175th & 217th Open goes to Tom Cahill with his pigeons named Tom C and Danny C, 5th Ireland, 239th Open goes to Curtin Brothers with Mosses and 6th Ireland, 274th Open a third pigeon for Cannon Lillis Lofts with pigeon named Collie bred by Jos Reilly. 

Training Race 4 was the first race where competitors/Entrants could Nominate their pigeons and have a bit of extra fun. GLOBAL Nominations attracted a total of 331 pigeons and 1,002 nominations were placed and flown for in the $1, $2, $5, $10, $20, $50 and $100 categories and the only winners in the UK Team were Team Oberholster with Obi Tiaan in 24th Open winning £17 and Obi Kate in 42nd Open winning $646, both these pigeons were bred by Pieter & Kate Oberholster from Lask Edge. In the UNITED KINGDOM Nominations there was 28 pigeons entered and 74 nominations were placed an the winners were as follows:- Team Oberholster with Obi Tiaan in 24th Open with $12.75c, Team Oberholster with Obi Kate in 42nd Open winning $142.80c, both these pigeons bred by Pieter & Kate Oberholster from Lask Edge, Slim Timmis and Snooker with Spartakus bred by Slim Timmis from Newcastle in 231st Open winning $20.40c and them Mr and Mrs Paul Bell from Liverpool with Balkana in 807th Open winning $34. Congratulations to all these winners.

After a day enjoying themselves around the lofts on Sunday and another couple of daily training tosses Training Race 5 was supposed to take place on Wednesday 18th November but because of heavy rain the race was delayed until Thursday 19th November and a total of 3,997 pigeons from 33 different countries were officially basketed, which included 3,384 International and 613 from South Africa and 282 pigeons from the United Kingdom and 55 from Ireland and then they were all liberated at 07-06 from 81km (approx. 50 miles) with light tail wind with fine and overcast conditions and a temperature of 18c (64f) and a steady race was anticipated by Zandy Meyer (Race Director) and Dave van der Merwe (Loft Manager).

CONGRATULATIONS for winning 1st Open in this race went to Norman Filip from Belgium with Give Me Strength E C which was clocked at 08-02-07 to record a winning velocity of 1572ypm (53mph), this fancier is a past winner of 1st Open SCMDPR, 2nd Open went to Club Des XX from Belgium, 3rd Open went to Spioenkop from South Africa, 4th Open to Hannes Weinberger from Austria, 5th Open to Team Sylt 2000 from Germany, 6th Open to Peter Rasmussen from Germany, 7th Open for Joe Dallao from Republic Of Korea, 8th Open for Stanescu and Dobre from Romania, 9th Open another for Club Des XX from Belgium and 10th Open for Kasan + Kucera from Slovakia. It turned out to be a truly great International result with eight different countries represented in the top 10 and with only 15.85 seconds between them with 64.05 seconds covering the first 50 and 94.45 seconds covering the first 100 in this result. A total of 3,555 pigeons were electronically recorded by 09-13, all within 71 minutes of the actual race winner. A further update showed 3,788 pigeons were clocked by 10-19 then a later update showed 3,818 clocked by 10-56, then 3,911 by 12-51 and the final report showed 3,943 in the lofts by 17-23, leaving 54 pigeons to return to the lofts.

CONGRATULATIONS for winning 1st United Kingdom, 23rd Open went to the Magnificent Seven Syndicate with good pigeon named Ocean Wave and bred by Paul Simpson from Ripon which was clocked at 08-02-35, just 28.20 seconds after the actual race winner, this pigeon actually won 1st UK, 9th Open in the previous race and also has a 58th and 138th Open to its name in this series, 2nd UK, 68th Open went to the Pompey Boys 1 with a pigeon bred by Dave & William Waterhouse from Portsmouth who was part of the Pompey Boys Syndicate that won 2nd Open in the 2009 SCMDPR, 3rd UK, 72nd Open for Joesch + Burger with a pigeon bred by Jurgen & Caroline Joesch from Hailsham, 4th UK, 74th Open for Lloyd and Kelly from Didcot, 5th UK, 82nd Open for MNFC Sponsor Team - Morgan and Elton from Mansfield, 6th UK, 90th Open for the Long – McAllister – Smith Syndicate, administer by Paul Smith from Stansted Mountfitchet and with pigeon named Charity Superstar bred by Bruce McAllister from Furneaux that has now been this syndicates first pigeon 7 races on the trot and is now currently holding onto 1st Open in the Sun City Overall Averages after 5 official races, 7th UK, 112th Open The Scrapyard Stumppers with a pigeon bred by Geoff Kirkland from Longton, 8th UK, 130th Open for Woodhouse Lofts with a pigeon bred by Nev Proctor from Brown Edge, this pigeon has also been flying well, 9th UK, 145th Open for Team Thomas with a pigeon bred by Mike, Christine & Thomas Kirby from Asselby, 10th UK, 154th Open for the Horseshoe Syndicate with a pigeon bred by Steve Radcliffe from Skelmersdale, 11th UK, 162nd Open for Max Wilkes & Son from Solihull, 12th & 13th UK, 193rd & 212th Open all went to the Paul Smith Syndicate which is administer by Paul Smith from Stansted Mountfitchet and the first pigeon bred by Terry Robinson from Enfield and the second pigeon bred by Jimmy Richards from Laindon, 14th UK, 253rd Open for T Birchall – MCC Sponsor Team with a pigeon bred by T Birchall from West Midlands, 15th UK, 255th Open for Mr and Mrs Paul Bell from Liverpool who have a few pigeons flying well, 16th UK, 294th Open for Boxmoor Bandits administer by Mick Dickinson from Hemel Hempstead and with a pigeon bred by Baron Brothers from Redbourne, 17th UK, 305th Open another for Lloyd and Kelly from Didcot, 18th UK, 321st Open for Roger Sutton from Astbury, 19th UK, 331st Open for the Three Tom-Boggies with a pigeon bred by Eddie Thompson from Romford and then 20th UK, 358th Open for Tony Darling from Southampton. A total of 262 UK pigeons were electronically recorded by 08-54 which was 52 minutes after the actual race winner, the a further update showed 267 pigeons clocked by 09-13, then a later one showed 270 clocked by 10-56, then 274 by 12-51, then the final report showed 275 in the lofts by 17-23, leaving just 7 pigeons to return to the lofts.

CONGRATULATIONS for winning 1st Ireland, 69th Open went to Mick Feeney & Sons with their pigeon named Muttley which was officially clocked at 08-03-26 just 79 seconds after the race winner, 2nd Ireland, 94th Open for Gleeson and Lucas, 3rd Ireland, 98th Open for Paul Poole and Son, 4th Ireland, 319th Open went to another pigeon for Gleeson and Lucas, 5th Ireland, 420th Open went to Cannon Lillis Lofts, with Carlo which has already recorded a few top positions in this series and bred by Jos Reilly and then 6th Ireland, 512th Open for Nashers Team. A total of 51 Irish pigeons were electronically recorded by 08-50, leaving just 4 to return to the lofts, then a further update at 10-19 still showed 52 clocked, then another showed 53 clocked by 10-56, then 54 by 12-51, then the final report showed 55 in the lofts by 17-23, leaving just 1 pigeon to return to the lofts.

SUN CITY OVERALL AVERAGES carries $5,000, $3,000 and a $2,000 cash prize for the first three pigeons in this category but only No. 1 pigeons or pigeons fully paid for before the first official Training Race are eligible to win the actual prize money. A truly International result with pigeons from 6 different countries holding the first six places and 8 different countries represented in the top 10 positions with nearly 4 minutes separating them all. 

Holding onto 1st UK, 1st Open in this category goes to the Long – McAllister – Smith Syndicate administered by Paul Smith of Stansted Mountfitchet and with Charity Superstar bred by Bruce McAllister from Furneaux Pelham that has been this syndicates first pigeon in all 7 races so far in this race series and in the 5 official races that count it has so far won 5th, 103rd, 426th, 283rd & 90th Open, 2nd UK, 66th Open for Woodhouse Lofts with Hurricane 3 bred by Nev Proctor from Brown Edge, 3rd UK, 106th Open for the Paul Smith Syndicate with African Pacemaker bred by Terry Robinson from Enfield, 4th UK, 107th Open for Tony Darling from Southampton with Hampshire Boy, 5th UK, 116th Open for Horseshoe Syndicate with Horseshoe Mistress bred by Steve Radcliffe from Skelmersdale, 6th UK, 194th Open for Mr and Mrs Paul Bell from Liverpool with pigeon named Ramblin Man, 7th UK, 198th Open for Gorse Syndicate with pigeon named High Tip bred by Arnold Tweats from Congleton, 8th UK, 242nd Open for Chris Gordon from Snydale with Snydale Lion, 9th UK, 254th Open for Shropshire Lads with Telford Journal bred by John & Norma Preece from Telford and the 10th UK, 257th Open for Don Lupo from Southampton with Emilo. Holding onto 1st, 2nd, 5th & 6th Ireland, 3rd, 78th, 352nd & 358th Open in this category goes to Cannon Lillis Lofts and their first pigeon is named Carlo and the others are named Sandra Chose, Paul R and Collie and all four pigeons bred by Jos Reilly from Dublin, 3rd Ireland, 179th Open goes to Tom Cahill with his pigeon Danny C, 4th Ireland, 253rd Open for Gleeson and Lucas with Frau Gleeson. It really is great to see an Irish pigeon doing so well in this great International competition.   

More training on Friday weather permitting and then hopefully the official Training Race 6 will take place on Saturday 21st November from 110km (approx. 68 miles). I have just been officially notified from South Africa that after serious consultation with the South African Weather Bureau it was decided to move Training Race 6 back one day to Sunday 22nd November because of a massive rain belt moving across the race route.

The training and race programme will then consist of daily training tosses (except Sundays) and a race nearly every Saturday as follows, plus numerous Wednesday races. No races will take place on Saturday 26th December 2009 or Saturday 2nd January 2010 as these are Bank Holidays. The whole race programme will consist of 24 Training Races, which will include 5 x Hot Spot Races and of course the Final Race. All of these Training Flights, HOT SPOT RACE and FINAL RACE are subject to weather conditions and if they can’t be held on these appointed dates, they will be held on the best available date. The Race Directors decision will be final. THE RACE PROGRAMME IS AS FOLLOWS:- Training Flight 1 will take place on Wednesday 4th November from 80km (50 miles), Training Flight 2 on Saturday 7th November from 80km (50 miles), Training Flight 3 on Wednesday 11th November from 80km (50 miles), Training Flight 4 on Saturday 14th November from 110km (68 miles), Training Flight 5 on Wednesday 18th November from 80km (50 miles), Training Flight 6 on Saturday 21st November from 110km (68 miles), Training Flight 7 on Wednesday 25th November from 80km (50 miles), HOT SPOT 1 on Saturday 28th November from 150km (93 miles), Training Flight 8 on Wednesday 2nd December from 80km (50 miles), Training Flight 9 on Saturday 5th December from 110km (68 miles), Training Flight 10 on Wednesday 9th December from 80km (50 miles), HOT SPOT 2 on Saturday 12th December from 190km (118 miles), Training Flight 11 on Wednesday 16th December from 80km (50 miles), HOT SPOT 3 on Saturday 19th December from 230km (143 miles), Training Flight 12 on Wednesday 23rd December from 80km (50 miles), HOT SPOT 4 on Wednesday 30th December from 280km (174 miles), Training Flight 13 on Wednesday 6th January 2010 from 80km (50 miles), HOT SPOT 5 on Saturday 9th January from 350km (218 miles), Training Race 14 on Wednesday 13th January from 50km (31 miles), Training Flight 15 on Saturday 16th January from 80km (50 miles), Training Flight 16 on Wednesday 20th January from 80km (50 miles), Training Flight 17 on Saturday 23rd January from 110km (68 miles), Training Flight 18 on Wednesday 27th January from 80km (50 miles) and then the SUN CITY MILLION DOLLAR FINAL RACE on Saturday 30th January 2010 from 552km (343 miles).

Another point worth mentioning is if you happened to lose your NUMBER 1 PIGEON, your NUMBER 2 PIGEON would replace it FREE OF CHARGE and likewise if you then lost your NUMBER 2 PIGEON, your NUMBER 3 PIGEON would then replace that one FREE OF CHARGE. If you were unlucky enough to lose all your entries of 3 pigeons in any of your “TEAMS” and they had won no “Special Prize Money” in the Hot Spot Races then you are entitled to a FREE ENTRY into the 2011 SCMDPR, all you have to pay is the shipping/export costs. This of course represents great value for your money. All pigeons go to every training toss and Saturday races providing they are fit enough but can only compete for any of the allocated PRIZE MONEY or SPECIAL AWARDS in the 5 HOT SPOT RACES if they are “ACTIVATED” and that means that these must be paid for prior to the 1st HOT SPOT RACE, which is due to take place on Saturday 28th November 2009. The cost to “ACTIVATE” these “RESERVES or BACK-UP PIGEONS” is US$1,000 but that will then entitle all these fully paid up pigeons to compete and be eligible to fly for all the extra cash prizes and special awards that amounts to close to US$300,000 (approx. £187,500). The one thing to remember is that once your reserve pigeon or pigeons are fully paid for, if then they get lost and have won no prize money or special awards in the Special Money Races, then you get this money refunded (less about US$15 for bank charges) or added to your ASI account, which can then be used to purchase another pigeon at a later date and be entered into the Final Race under your name or syndicate. So as you can see it is “BETTER TO BE SAFE THAN SORRY” and pay for them early, after all you have nothing to lose. HOW MANY OTHER RACES IN THE WORLD OFFER THIS OPTION TO COMPETITORS AND ENTRANTS?

PLEASE DON’T FORGET:- Please make sure that you “ACTIVATE” your remaining “Reserve Pigeon/s” with the person you shipped your pigeons with prior to the 1st HOT SPOT RACE on SATURDAY 28th NOVEMBER 2009. I suggest that get all your “UN-ACTIVATED” pigeons “ACTIVATED” before THURSDAY 26th NOVEMBER 2009 so they are all in the running for any allocated cash awards or special prizes. Every year some fanciers get caught out by “NOT-ACTIVATING” some of their unpaid reserve pigeons, this has actually cost fanciers/entrants winning cash prizes and even in some cases a Brand New Motor Car. IT REALLY IS NOT WORTH TAKING THE RISK OF NOT HAVING ALL YOUR PIGEONS ACTIVATED.
***WHAT CAN BE WON DURING THIS 2009/10 RACE SERIES*** Prizes and awards that add up to a staggering US$1.6 Million American Dollars and these include 5 x Brand New Cars, 1 for each of the 5 Hot Spot Races, 100 x US$1,000 Hot Spot Cash Prizes, split into 20 x US$1,000 Cash Prizes for each of the 5 x Hot Spot Races, a US$5,000 Hot Spot Ace Pigeon Award for the best pigeon in these five races, 5 x US$5,000 Country Cash Prizes on the 5th Hot Spot Race, plus numerous other US$1,000 Cash Prizes, these prizes are for the first pigeon from each country in the result, the first five different countries take the US$5,000 prizes, then after that US$1,000 prizes.
