    WHICH IS DUE TO BE HELD IN SUN CITY, SOUTH AFRICA ON SATURDAY 30th JANUARY 2010.       

Now the team of pigeons are gaining more and more experience after quite a few weeks training tosses and races and they really are ready for the rest of the 2009/10 race series and these athletes of the skies are now ready to have their Training Race 6 which should of taken place on Saturday 21st November from 113km (approx. 70 miles) but because of a horrendous weather forecast being predicted on this day with very heavy rain, it was decided to have the race on Sunday 22nd November and a total of 3,969 pigeons from 33 different countries  were basketed and this figure included 3,360 International pigeons and 609 from South Africa with 276 from the United Kingdom and 55 from Ireland. This convoy were liberated at 06-30 with light head wind, partly cloudy and a temperature of 20c (68f) and a good race was anticipated by Zandy Meyer (Race Director) and Dave van der Merwe (Loft Manager).

CONGRATULATIONS for winning 1st Open in this race went to Team XXL from Germany with Blue Kannibaalin which was officially clocked at 07-51-22 to record a winning velocity of 1521ypm (52mph), 2nd Open went to Chybil and Herbots from Slovakia, 3rd Open to Eendracht Schilde from Belgium, 4th Open for Byron C Weaver from the United States Of America, 5th Open for Anneliese Zikeli from Germany, 6th Open for Borroto and Clausing fro United States Of America, 7th Open for Colin Smith from South Africa, 8th Open for 3D from South Africa, 9th Open for Team GerbiDave from Germany and then 10th Open for Team 2 X Henry from Denmark. There were 6 different countries in the top 10 and these were covered by only 08.45 seconds, with 39-65 seconds covering the top 50 and 70.95 seconds covering the top 100 pigeons in this race. The first report on the web site showed 3,434 pigeons officially clocked by 08-46 which was only 55 minutes behind the actual race winner, then another update showed a total 3,478 pigeons clocked by 08-56, 3,558 by 10-11, 3,723 by 11-10, 3,740 by 11-55, 3,774 by 13-04, 3,839 by 15-53 then the final listing of the day showed 3,855 had returned to the lofts, leaving 114 still missing. When the Monday loft listed was shown on the web site it showed 3,921 pigeons in the lofts, which meant that just 48 pigeons are still missing.

CONGRATULATIONS for winning 1st United Kingdom, 13th Open went to Team Thomas with their pigeon named Kirwood Christine already won 623rd, 563rd, 145th and now 13th Open bred Mike, Christine & Thomas Kirby from Asselby, which was clocked at 07-51-32 just 09.65 seconds behind the race winner, 2nd UK, 19th Open went to Josch & Burger with a pigeon bred Jurgen & Caroline Josch from Hailshsam, 3rd UK, 24th Open to Ken Darlington from Barry, 4th UK, 30th Open went to Slim Timmis and Snooker with a pigeon bred by Slim Timmis from Newcastle, 5th UK, 31st Open for Mark Gilbert – NFC Sponsor Team and bred by Mark Gilbert from Windsor, 6th UK, 49th Open for Tony Darling from Southampton, 7th UK, 58th Open another for Team Thomas and bred by Mike, Christine & Thomas Kirby from Asselby, 8th UK, 59th Open for Magnificent Seven Syndicate with their good pigeon Ocean Wave that was bred by Paul Simpson from Ripon and which has already won 2 x 1st UK in this series, then 9th UK, 70th Open for Team Oberholster with a pigeon bred by Pieter & Kate Oberholster from Lask Edge, 10th UK, 107th Open another for Mark Gilbert – NFC Sponsor Team also bred by Mark Gilbert from Windsor, 11th UK, 147th Open for Roger Sutton from Congleton, 12th UK, 165th Open for Pompey Boys 1 with a pigeon bred by Dave/William Waterhouse from Portsmouth, 13th UK, 192nd Open for Chris Gordon from Snydale, 14th UK, 266th Open for the Paul Smith Syndicate, administered by Paul Smith from Stansted Mountfitchet and with a pigeon bred by Jimmy Richards from Laindon, 15th UK, 258th Open for Harrow Boys 1 with a pigeon bred by Steve Buckle from Northwood, 16th UK, 261st Open for Gorse Syndicate with a pigeon bred by Arnold Tweats from Congleton, 17th UK, 281st Open for Radcliffe and Hall with a pigeon bred by Steve Radcliffe from Skelmersdale, 18th UK, 284th Open for Mr + Mrs Andy Gregson from Preston, 19th UK, 285th Open another for Tony Darling from Southampton and then 20th UK, 356th Open for The Nuneaton Nutters with a pigeon bred by Pieter Oberholster from Lask Edge. A total of 229 United Kingdom pigeons were officially clocked in by 08-46 and then a further update showed that 242 had been officially clocked by 08-56, then 249 by 10-11, then 260 by 11-10, 261 by 11-55, 262 by 13-04, 267 by 15-53 then the final report of the day showed 268 UK had made it back to the lofts, leaving 8 missing. On Monday morning the listing on the web site showed 274 UK pigeons were in the lofts and this meant that just 2 pigeons are still missing.

CONGRATULATIONS for winning 1st, 4th, 5th  & 6th Ireland, 65th, 381st, 649th & 662nd Open for Cannon Lillis Lofts with the winning pigeon named Carlo being clocked at 07-52-10, only 47.75 seconds off the race winner and all pigeons being bred by Jos Reilly from Dublin, whose pigeons have started this race season off really well and Carlo has now won a 1st, 1st, 2nd, 3rd & 4th Ireland and 57th, 352nd, 318th, 17th, 420th & 65th Open in the first six official races and is also now currently holding 1st Ireland, 1st Open in the Sun City Overall Averages, 2nd Ireland, 68th Open went to Tom Cahill who has also started this campaign off very well, 3rd Ireland, 109th Open for Gleeson and Lucas. A total of 49 Irish Team pigeons were clocked before 08-46 and a later update showed 54 pigeons clocked by 11-10 and then 55 by 15-53, making it a 100% return.

SUN CITY OVERALL AVERAGES carries $5,000, $3,000 and a $2,000 cash prize for the first three pigeons in this category but only No. 1 pigeons or pigeons fully paid for before the first official Training Race are eligible to win the actual prize money. Now after six official races have taken place the web site shows the following:- 1st Open goes to Jos Reilly from Ireland with his excellent pigeon named Carlo which has won 57th, 352nd, 318th, 17th, 420th and 65th in the 6 races that count and total time is 06-39-50, 2nd Open goes to Peter Rasmussen from Germany with Danny R, 3rd Open goes to Team Godau from Germany with Merima, 4th Open to Hannes Weinberger from Austria with Dansgill, 5th Open goes to Helmut Abel from Germany with Pascal, 6th Open to Crystel Malorny from Germany with Murphy, 7th Open for Team Schueschue from Germany with Flip, 8th Open for Norman Filip from Belgium with Purple Heather V M, 9th Open for Team Germany – Helios from Germany with German Carneval and the 10th Open for Manfred Faber from Germany with Wild at Heart. Good to see 6 different countries represented in the top 10 in this category and with nearly 6 minutes covering them all.

Holding onto 1st UK, 40th Open in this category goes to Tony Darling from Southampton with his very consistent pigeon Hampshire Boy which is now leading this competition by just over 6 minutes, 2nd UK, 81st Open goes to Woodhouse Lofts with Hurricane 3 bred by Nev Proctor from Brown Edge, 3rd UK, 131st Open goes to Horseshoe Syndicate with Horseshoe Mistress bred by Steve Radcliffe from Skelmersdale, 4th UK, 135th Open goes to Mr and Mrs Paul Bell from Liverpool with Ramblin Man, 5th UK, 148th Open for the Magnificent Seven Syndicate with Ocean Wave bred by Paul Simpson from Ripon, 6th UK, 154th Open for the Gorse Syndicate with High Tip bred by Arnold Tweats from Congleton, 7th & 8th UK, 181st & 226th Open for the Paul Smith Syndicate with African Girl bred by Jimmy Richards from Laindon and African Pacemaker bred by Terry Robinson from Enfield, 9th UK, 278th Open for Shropshire Lads bred by John & Norma Preece from Telford and 10th UK, 316th Open for the Harrow Boys 3 with Charmaine bred by D. Damalie from Wembley.

Holding onto 1st Ireland, 1st Open in this category goes to Cannon Lillis Lofts with their pigeon named Carlo and bred by Jos Reilly from Dublin, now leading by 81 seconds, 2nd Ireland, 134th Open goes to Tom Cahill with his pigeon named Danny C, 3rd Ireland, 140th Open goes to Gleeson and Lucas with pigeon named Frau Gleeson, 4th & 5th Ireland, 259th & 285th Open goes to Cannon Lillis Lofts with two more pigeons named Paul R and Sandra Chose bred by Jos Reilly and 6th Ireland, 343rd Open for Oliver Bond Flats with their pigeon The Budgie. 

Training Race 6 GLOBAL Nominations attracted a total of 355 pigeons and 1,182 nominations were placed and flown for in the $1, $2, $5, $10, $20, $50 and $100 categories and a total of $8,346-15c was up for grabs and the winners in the UK Team were Slim Timmis and Snooker with pigeon named Spartakus bred by Slim Timmis from Newcastle in 30th Open and won $1,496-00c, then the Magnificent Seven Syndicate with Ocean Wave bred by Paul Simpson from Ripon in 59th Open winning a cool $2,346-00c then Team Oberholster with Obi Kate bred by Pieter & Kate Oberholster from Lask Edge in 70th Open winning $306-00c. In the UNITED KINGDOM Nominations there was 48 pigeons entered and a total of 169 nominations were placed and there was three winners and they were as follows:- Slim Timmis and Snooker winning $484-50c, Magnificent Seven Syndicate winning $204-00c and the Team Oberholster winning $68-85c. Congratulations to all these winners.

After a day enjoying themselves around the lofts on Sunday and another couple of daily training tosses Training Race 7 took place on Wednesday 25th November and a total of 3,927 pigeons from 33 different countries were officially basketed, which included 3,323 International and 604 from South Africa and 272 pigeons from the United Kingdom and 55 from Ireland and then they were all liberated at 07-00 from 81km (approx. 50 miles) with light head wind with fine and clear conditions and a temperature of 24c (75f) and a steady race was anticipated by Zandy Meyer (Race Director) and Dave van der Merwe (Loft Manager).

CONGRATULATIONS for winning 1st Open in this race went to Zaben Alazmi from Kuwait with pigeon named Brother 56 which was clocked at 07-53-58 to record a winning velocity of 1630ypm (56mph),  2nd Open went to Lighthouse Road from South Africa, 3rd Open went to Fahad M Al-Watry from Kuwait, 4th Open to Fayez Q8 from Kuwait, 5th Open to Gunns n Roses from South Africa, 6th Open to Uwe u Irma Kreutzfeldt from Germany, 7th Open for Koopman Racing Pigeons II from the Netherlands, 8th Open for Steven W Plant from United States Of America, 9th Open for Frank Brieskom from Germany and 10th Open for Mark Gilbert – NFC Sponsor Team from the United Kingdom. It turned out to be a truly great International result with 6 different countries represented in the top 10 and with only 04.20 seconds between them with 35.45 seconds covering the first 50 and 77.77 seconds covering the first 100 in this result. A total of 3,544 pigeons were electronically recorded by 09-09, then a further update showed 3,766 clocked by 10-10, then 3,788 by 11-01, 3,823 by 13-50, then the final update of the day showed 3,855 pigeons had been recorded, leaving 72 still to return to base camp. 

CONGRATULATIONS for winning 1st United Kingdom, 10th Open went to Mark Gilbert – NFC Sponsor Team named Southfield Grey bred by Mark Gilbert from Windsor which was clocked at 07-54-03, just 04.20 seconds after the actual race winner, this pigeon has now won 361st, 107th and now 10th Open, 2nd UK, 24th Open went to Dave + Paul McCarthy from Wallasey who always fly well in this event and have also won a car in the 2006/7 race series, 3rd UK, 26th Open for Team Oberholster with a pigeon bred by Pieter & Kate Oberholster from Lask Edge with a pigeon named Obi Kate that has already won numerous good positions in this race series including 563rd, 206th, 42nd, 462nd, 70th and now 26th in its last 6 races, 4th UK, 74th Open for The Scrapyard Stumppers with a pigeon bred by Geoff Kirkland from Longton, 5th UK, 82nd Open for Tony Darling from Southampton with his very consistent pigeon Hampshire Boy that is currently doing very well in the Sun City Overall Averages and already won 512th, 349th, 467th, 49th and now 69th Open, 6th UK, 77th Open for the T Birchall – MCC sponsor Team and bred by T A Birchall from the Midlands, 7th UK, 80th Open for the Wombles with a pigeon bred by Mrs A Smith from Ashbourne, 8th UK, 82nd Open for Lloyd and Kelly from Didcot, this pigeon has also been flying well, 9th UK, 84th Open for Team Thomas with a pigeon bred by Mike, Christine & Thomas Kirby from Asselby, 10th UK, 101st Open for Ken Darlington from Barry, 11th UK, 107th Open for Chris Gordon from Snydale who also won a car in the 2005/6 race series, 12th UK, 114th Open another Team Thomas and bred by Mike, Christine & Thomas Kirby from Asselby, 13th UK, 126th Open went to the Gorse Syndicate with a pigeon bred by Arnold Tweats from Congleton, 14th UK, 128th Open for the Paul Smith Syndicate which is administer by Paul Smith from Stansted Mountfitchet and with a pigeon bred by Jimmy Richards from Laindon, 15th UK, 136th Open a third pigeon for Team Thomas and bred by Mike, Christine & Thomas Kirby from Asselby, 16th UK, 149th Open for the Wallasey Superstars Syndicate administered by Paul Smith from Stansted Mountfitchet and with a pigeon bred by Dave & Paul McCarty from Wallasey, 17th UK, 156th Open for the Harrow Boys 3 with a pigeon bred by D Damalie from Wembley, 18th UK, 160th Open a second pigeon for the Paul Smith Syndicate and once again bred by Jimmy Richards from Laindon, 19th UK, 170th Open for N+A Evans, Cuthbert and Sutton with a pigeon bred by N Evans from Wolviston and then 20th UK, 216th Open a fourth pigeon for Team Thomas, a truly remarkable race for these fanciers. A total of 242 UK pigeons were electronically recorded by 09-09, then a later one showed 258 clocked by 10-10, then another still showed 258 by 11-01, 262 by 13-50, then the final update of the day showed 265 had returned to base, leaving just 7 pigeons to return to the lofts.

CONGRATULATIONS for winning 1st Ireland, 166th Open went to Nashers Team with their pigeon named Annette N which was officially clocked at 07-55-41 just 1 minute 42 seconds after the race winner, 2nd Ireland, 211th Open for went to Cannon Lillis Lofts, with their great pigeon named Carlo which has already recorded a few top positions in this series and bred by Jos Reilly from Dublin and this pigeon currently holding onto 1st Open in the Sun City Overall Averages, 3rd Ireland, 262nd Open for McCourt - Larkin, 4th Ireland, 361st Open for Bernard Smyth, 5th & 6th Ireland, 446th & 675th Open two more pigeons for Cannon Lillis Lofts, both bred by Jos Reilly. A total of 50 Irish pigeons were electronically recorded by 09-09, the next update showed all 55 Irish pigeons were clocked by 10-10.

SUN CITY OVERALL AVERAGES carries $5,000, $3,000 and a $2,000 cash prize for the first three pigeons in this category but only No. 1 pigeons or pigeons fully paid for before the first official Training Race are eligible to win the actual prize money. A truly International result with pigeons from 5 different countries holding the first five places and 6 different countries represented in the top 10 positions with nearly 8 minutes separating them all. 

Holding onto 1st UK, 26th Open in this category goes to Tony Darling from Southampton with his great pigeon named Hampshire Boy, 2nd UK, 99th Open for Mr and Mrs Paul Bell from Liverpool with Ramblin Man, 3rd UK, 113th Open for the Gorse Syndicate with a pigeon bred by Arnold Tweats from Congleton, 4th UK, 115th Open for the Magnificent Seven Syndicate with Ocean Wave bred by Paul Simpson from Ripon, 5th UK, 129th Open for Horseshoe Syndicate with Horseshoe Mistress bred by Steve Radcliffe from Skelmersdale, 6th UK, 136th Open for the Paul Smith Syndicate with African Girl bred by Jimmy Richards from Laindon, 7th UK, 167th Open another for the Paul Smith Syndicate with African Pacemaker bred by Terry Robinson from Enfield, 8th UK, 242nd Open for Harrow Boys 3 with a pigeon named Charmaine and bred by D. Great to see the United Kingdom Team doing so well in this very tough International competition.

Holding onto 1st & 4th Ireland, 1st & 197th Open in this category goes to Cannon Lillis Lofts and their first pigeon is named Carlo and the other is named Paul R and both pigeons bred by Jos Reilly from Dublin, 2nd Ireland, 146th Open goes to Tom Cahill with his pigeon Danny C, 3rd Ireland, 171st Open for Gleeson and Lucas with Frau Gleeson, 5th Ireland, 296th Open for Curtin Brothers with Mosses and 6th Ireland, 315th Open for Oliver Bond Flats with The Budgie. It really is great to see an Irish pigeon doing so well in this great International competition.   

More training on Thursday and Friday weather permitting and then hopefully the official 1st HOT SPOT RACE will take place on Saturday 28th November from 150km (approx. 93 miles). This race offers the chance to win a BRAND NEW MOTOR CAR, 20 x $1,000 CASH HOT SPOT PRIZES, $2,000 TWO BIRD AVERAGE, plus it is the first leg in the HOT SPOT ACE PIGEON AWARD that has a $5,000 CASH PRIZE for the eventual winner. OF COURSE ONLY ACTIVATED PIGEONS CAN WIN ANY OF THESE CASH PRIZES OR AWARDS.

The training and race programme will then consist of daily training tosses (except Sundays) and a race nearly every Saturday as follows, plus numerous Wednesday races. No races will take place on Saturday 26th December 2009 or Saturday 2nd January 2010 as these are Bank Holidays. The whole race programme will consist of 24 Training Races, which will include 5 x Hot Spot Races and of course the Final Race. All of these Training Flights, HOT SPOT RACE and FINAL RACE are subject to weather conditions and if they can’t be held on these appointed dates, they will be held on the best available date. The Race Directors decision will be final. ***SPECIAL NOTICE*** One point that should be pointed out to all competitors and entrants is that only your NUMBER 1 pigeons is “ACTIVATED” (FULLY PAID UP ENTRY) with the other TWO (2) pigeons in each of your “TEAM OF 3” being your RESERVES or BACK-UP PIGEONS. Another point worth mentioning is if you happened to lose your NUMBER 1 PIGEON, your NUMBER 2 PIGEON would replace it FREE OF CHARGE and likewise if you then lost your NUMBER 2 PIGEON, your NUMBER 3 PIGEON would then replace that one FREE OF CHARGE. If you were unlucky enough to lose all your entries of 3 pigeons in any of your “TEAMS” and they had won no “Special Prize Money” in the Hot Spot Races then you are entitled to a FREE ENTRY into the 2011 SCMDPR, all you have to pay is the shipping/export costs. This of course represents great value for your money. The one thing to remember is that once your reserve pigeon or pigeons are fully paid for, if then they get lost and have won no prize money or special awards in the Special Money Races, then you get this money refunded (less about US$15 for bank charges) or added to your ASI account, which can then be used to purchase another pigeon at a later date and be entered into the Final Race under your name or syndicate. So as you can see it is “BETTER TO BE SAFE THAN SORRY” and pay for them early, after all you have nothing to lose. HOW MANY OTHER RACES IN THE WORLD OFFER THIS OPTION TO COMPETITORS AND ENTRANTS?

PLEASE DON’T FORGET:- Please make sure that you “ACTIVATE” your remaining “Reserve Pigeon/s” with the person you shipped your pigeons with prior to the 1st HOT SPOT RACE on SATURDAY 28th NOVEMBER 2009. I suggest that get all your “UN-ACTIVATED” pigeons “ACTIVATED” before THURSDAY 26th NOVEMBER 2009 so they are all in the running for any allocated cash awards or special prizes. Every year some fanciers get caught out by “NOT-ACTIVATING” some of their unpaid reserve pigeons, this has actually cost fanciers/entrants winning cash prizes and even in some cases a Brand New Motor Car. IT REALLY IS NOT WORTH TAKING THE RISK OF NOT HAVING ALL YOUR PIGEONS ACTIVATED.
