  REPORT ON 4th & 5th TRAINING RACE

  (THE GREATEST PIGEON RACE IN THE WORLD)

WHICH IS DUE TO BE HELD IN SUN CITY, SOUTH AFRICA ON                      SATURDAY 31st JANUARY 2009.       

After quite a few weeks of short training tosses to get the pigeons used to the surrounding area it was time for Training Race 4 to take place and a total of 4,127 pigeons including 460 from the United Kingdom and 50 from Ireland were basketed and these were liberated at 07-30 on Saturday 8th November from 79km (approx. 49 miles), into a light head wind, the weather was overcast with a temperature of 22c (72f) and a good steady race was anticipated by the Race Director and the Loft Manager and as the day progressed the temperature would rise and afternoon thunderstorms were expected from around 14-00. 

For this fourth race the CONGRATULATIONS for winning 1st Open in this race went to a Defaulter pigeon,   (which actually means that the owner has not yet paid for this pigeon) but was clocked at 08-22-39. This is the second time a Defaulter pigeon has won 1st Open in the four races to date, which surely shows other fanciers around the world that it is advisable to have all your entries  fully paid for so that they are eligible to win positions and prizes that are on now on offer, the velocity was 1645ypm (56mph), 2nd Open went to Aspirate Ad Astra from the United Kingdom with pigeon named Obi Donough Thorhilde, which was bred by Pieter Oberholster, 3rd Open went to Vladimir Rehak from the Czech Republic, 4th Open Team GSA-Du Randt from South Africa, 5th Open went to Syndicate Lofts UK from the United Kingdom, 7th Open to Team Koopmans Finest-Out Of Africa from Germany, 8th Open for Team Emsdetten from Germany, 9th Open for the Italian Champions Group from Italy and then 10th Open for Hans Eijerkamp & Sons from Holland. The top 10 pigeons were clocked within 8 minutes 40 seconds of the actual race winner and once again it was great to see 6 different countries represented in the top 10. A total of 3,820 were clocked by 10-10, 3,944 by 12-24, with 3,947 by 13-17 and a total of 4,015 clocked by nightfall which resulted in 447 from the UK being officially and 50 from Ireland, making it another very successful race and only leaving 112 to make it back to base camp. On the Monday check a total of 4,051 pigeons had returned, leaving just 76 to return to the lofts in Sun City.
CONGRATULATIONS for winning 1st UK, 2nd Open went to Aspirate Ad Astra with pigeon named Obi Donough Thorhilde and bred by Pieter Oberholster (a UK shipper) from Lask Edge, which was officially clocked at 08-23-13 only 34 seconds after the Defaulter pigeon, 2nd UK, 5th Open went to Syndicate Lofts UK with a pigeon bred by Peter Fox from Bangor, 3rd UK, 43rd Open for Southern & McCrudden from Skelmersdale, 4th UK, 44th Open for Yew Tree Lofts with a pigeon bred by George Pendleton from Ormskirk, 5th UK, 51st Open for the Paul Smith Syndicate, administered by Paul Smith (UK Shipper) from Stansted Mountfitchet and with a pigeon bred by Jimmy Richards from Laindon, 6th UK, 61st Open for Darren Peters from East Heckington, 7th UK, 66th Open for Marshall & Son from Whitley Bay, 8th UK, 74th Open for M. W. Wilkes & Son from Solihull and bred by Max Wilkes, 9th UK, 89th Open for the Pet Shop Boys & Girls with a pigeon bred by John Alderslade from Bridlington, 10th UK, 99th Open for Mad Stoney with a pigeon bred by Brian & Sue Stone from Belper, 11th UK, 111th Open for Evans & Bamford with a pigeon bred by Dave Evans from Plymouth, 12th UK, 130th Open for Joe Elder & Son from Walton, 13th UK, 137th Open for Churchill Lofts bred by Dudley Brothers from Stoke-on-Trent, 14th UK, 139th Open for the Lucky Devils Syndicate, with a pigeon bred by Les Parkinson from Middlewich and the syndicate administered by Paul Smith (UK shipper) from Stansted Mountfitchet, 15th UK, 158th Open another for Darren Peters from East Heckington. Many other very creditable performances but unfortunately space does not permit to include everybody. All in all a another great race for the UK Team with 50 pigeons in the top 439 in this race. A total of 447 UK pigeons were officially recorded on the day. At the Monday check a total of 450 were still in the lofts. It is good to see that a total of $17,000 (approx. £11,500) has been allocated in three great cash prizes to the UK Team in the National Championship Competition, which takes place in conjunction with the Final Race. Good luck to all competitors. 

CONGRATULATIONS for taking 1st Ireland, 133rd Open went to Lucas-Kirwin-O’Connor with their pigeon named African Queen, which was clocked at 08-36-21, 2nd & 3rd Ireland, 203rd & 309th Open went to the Cannon Lillis Lofts who have already won twice 1st Ireland in earlier races, 4th Ireland, 347th Open for Cooley Brothers, 5th & 6th Ireland, 349th & 370th Open for Lucas Lofts. All the 50 Irish pigeons were officially recorded on the day. It has just been announced that a total of $2,100 (approx. £1,420) has been allocated in three cash prizes in the National Championship Competition, which takes place in conjunction with the Final Race. Good luck to all competitors.

SUN CITY OVERALL GRAND AVERAGES results after two official races have been flown are as follows:- 1st Open is a Defaulter pigeon, 1st UK, 2nd Open is Syndicate Lofts UK with his pigeon named Syndicate Lady Kannibaal which was bred by Peter Fox from Bangor, 2nd UK, 36th Open is the Paul Smith Syndicate with African Magician which was bred by Jimmy Richards from Laindon, 3rd UK, 38th Open goes to Yew Tree Lofts with a pigeon named Arthurs Choice and bred by George Pendleton from Ormskirk, 4th UK, 43rd Open to Southern & McCrudden Syndicate from Skelmersdale with their pigeon Misty Blue, 5th UK, 45th Open goes to the Pet Shop Boys & Girls with Paddywak bred by John Alderslade from Bridlington, 6th UK, 46th Open for Max Wilkes & Son from Solihull with Diamond Toey, 7th UK, 65th Open for the Lucky Devils Syndicate with Lucky Chance bred by Les Parkinson from Middlewich, 8th UK, 71st Open for Brown Brothers from Gloucester with pigeon named Turbo, 9th & 10th UK, 81st & 83rd Open for the Paul Smith Syndicate with African Charm and African Lass both being bred by Jimmy Richards from Laindon, 11th UK, 86th Open for Nev Proctor from Brown Edge with Decoter 2, then 12th UK, 94th Open for Crystal Palace Eagles with Crystal Shannon bred by Terry Peart from Tadworth. Another 8 UK pigeons are in the top 165. The top ten in this classification are made up from 6 different countries and about 4 minutes covers all of these. The Irish Team show 1st Ireland, 73rd Open for Cannon Lillis Lofts with Dream On, 2nd Ireland, 111th Open for Lucas Lofts with Junior O, 3rd Ireland, 117th Open another for the Cannon Lillis Lofts with Dora.

The fifth official race took place on Wednesday 12th November and a total of 4,028 were basketed and this figure included 445 United Kingdom pigeons and 48 from Ireland. The convoy were liberated at 07-00 from 79km (49 miles) in overcast conditions, light head wind and a temperature of 21c (70f) and a good race was anticipated.

CONGRATULATIONS for winning 1st Open goes to Eendracht Schilde from Belgium with his pigeon named Smart As Paint which was clocked at 07-59-44 to record a velocity of 1438ypm (49mph), 2nd Open went the Portugal Super Flying Team representing Portugal, 3rd Open to Team Recklinghausen from Germany, 4th Open to Adel Musalam H Al-Hadeya from Kuwait, 5th Open to C. P Prinsloo from South Africa, 6th Open to Team Koopmans Finest-Out Of Africa from Germany, 7th Open went to Team Thomas from the United Kingdom, 8th Open Franz Marchat from Austria, 9th Open to Fayez Q8 from Qater and 10th Open to Guenter Goetz from Germany. Another outstanding International result with 7 different countries represented in the top 10 with only 18.46 seconds between them. The top 50 were all clocked within 46.21 seconds of the winner. A total of 3,319 pigeons were clocked by 08-43 which was 43 minutes after the actual race winner. A later report showed 3,604 clocked by 09-16. Another update appeared at 14-58 and by that time 3,886 had been officially clocked. By 16-45 3,912 had been recorded, then 3,925 by 18-25 leaving just 103 to make it back to base camp. 3,980 made it back to base camp, leaving just 48 to return.
CONGRATULATIONS for winning 1st UK, 7th Open went to Team Thomas with their pigeon named Read Dragon and bred by Mark, Christine & Thomas Kirby from Asselby and was clocked at 08-00-00, just 15 seconds after the race winner, this is their second 1st UK in this race series, 2nd UK, 13th Open went to Marshall & Son from Whitley Bay, 3rd UK, 27th Open for M. Wilkes & Son from Solihull, 4th UK, 53rd Open for Darren Peters from East Heckington, 5th UK, 54th Open for the Emerald Classic with a pigeon bred by John Boyd from Ballyclare, 6th UK, 77th Open for Southern & McCrudden from Skelmersdale, 7th UK, 122nd Open for Aspirate Ad Astra with a pigeon bred by Pieter Oberholster from Lask Edge, 8th UK,127th Open for the Shropshire Lads with a pigeon bred by John & Narma Preece from Telford, 9th UK, 144th Open for Van Vaizeys and bred by Steven Vaizey from Portsmouth, 10th UK, 146th Open for the Paul Smith Syndicate, administered by Paul Smith from Stansted Mountfitchet and bred by Jimmy Richards from Laindon, 11th UK, 190th Open for Gert Sandhu from Doncaster, 12th UK, 199th Open for Joesch-Burger-Rossouw and bred by Jurgen & Caroline Josch from Hailsham, 13th UK, 201st Open for Juergen & Caroline Joesch and bred by this charming couple from Hailsham, 14th UK, 215th Open for the Gorse Syndicate and bred by Joan & Robert Tweats from Astbury, 15th UK, 216th Open  for Yew Tree Lofts and bred by George Pendleton from Ormskirk. The United Kingdom Team had another remarkable race with 50 pigeons being clocked in the top 533 in the Open. A total of 393 UK pigeons were officially clocked by 09-10 and by 14-17 a total of 435 had been clocked, then by 16-45 a total of 437 had been clocked and 439 by 18-25 and 443 by Friday.

CONGRATULATIONS for winning 1st Ireland, 25th Open went to the Irish Race Shipper Gerry McCourt with his pigeon named Adam 4 which was clocked 33.36 seconds after the race winner at 08-00-18, 2nd Ireland, 112th Open went to Patsy Ryan, 3rd Ireland, 116th Open to Lucas Lofts, 4th Ireland, 218th Open to Cannon Lillis Lofts, 5th Ireland, 369th Open for Wallace & Wall Brothers and 6th Ireland, 587th Open going to Billy Wallace. A total of 42 Irish pigeons were officially clocked by 09-03 and by 14-47 a total of 48 had been clocked.

SUN CITY OVERALL GRAND AVERAGES results in this classification after three official races stand as follows:- 1st Open is currently being held by Koopman Racing Pigeons from Netherlands with their pigeon named Paparazzi, which is leading by 17 seconds. The top ten shows pigeons from 6 different countries with 4 minutes between them. 1st UK, 12th Open goes to Syndicate Lofts UK with pigeon named Syndicate Lady Kannibaal which was bred by Peter Fox from Bangor, 2nd UK, 14th Open for Southern & McCrudden from Skelmersdale with pigeon named Misty Blue, 3rd, 6th & 9th UK, 62nd, 77th & 91st Open all go to the Paul Smith Syndicate which is administered by Paul Smith from Stansted Mountfitchet and with 3 pigeons bred by Jimmy Richards from Laindon, these were African Lass, African Magician and African Rebel, 4th UK, 68th Open for the Nuneaton Nutters with April which was bred by Mr. Lennon from West Midlands, 5th UK, 75th Open for Darren Peters from East Heckington with Fenlands 14, 7th UK, 78th Open for Crystal Palace Eagles with Crystal Shannon bred by Terry Peart from Tadworth, 8th UK, 81st Open for Goodview Lofts with Annies Song bred by Bill/Julie Buxton from Warrington, 10th UK, 93rd Open for Brown Brothers from Gloucester with Turbo, 11th UK, 113th Open for Robbie Prettejohn – Jesse James with Miss Jesse James bred by Robbie/Jan Prettejohn from Plymouth, 12th UK, 155th Open for Van Vaizeys with Golden Husk bred by Steven Vaizey from Portsmouth. Another 3 UK pigeons in the top 200. 1st Ireland, 40th Open goes to Lucas Lofts with Junior O, 2nd & 3rd Ireland, 233rd & 261st Open goes to Cannon Lillis Lofts with pigeons named Dora and Jos-Kevin.  

REGIONAL NOMINATIONS OF $2, $5 and $10 will start from Training Race 6 and will be paid out on a 15 to 1 basis. This has been introduced as the organisers have been inundated with requests to introduce nomination races per country. However, only countries with a reasonable race entry will be eligible to pool/nominate pigeons. If you want to have a little gamble then please log onto the SCMDPR Web Site:- www.scmdpr.com to place your bets. You must have money in your ASI or Nomination Account otherwise you will not be allowed to place your bet/s. If you want to transfer money, then please call me immediately on 01279-812005.
GLOBAL OPEN NOMINATIONS OF $1, $2, $5, $10, $20, $50 & $100 will also start from Training Race 6 and will be paid out on a 20 to 1 basis, which is the same as in the past. Same conditions apply as the Regional Nominations in that you will need to place funds in your ASI or Nomination Account to be able to have a gamble.

KNOCKOUT COMPETITION starts on the 2nd Hot Spot Race on Saturday 29th November and has five rounds (Hot Spot Races 2, 3, 4 & 5 and the Final Race) but only PIGEONS THAT ARE ACTIVATED AND PAID FOR BEFORE TO THE 1st HOT SPOT RACE which takes place on Saturday 22nd November are eligible to compete for the $25,000 (approx. £17,250) 1st Prize. This is just another reason to have all your pigeons ACTIVATED before the 1st Hot Spot Race takes place. Should any Hot Spot Race be cancelled one of the Training Races prior to the Final Race will be used to calculate the next round’s pigeons. Pigeons that are knocked out of this competition will still compete in all the other competitions that take place in the run up to the Final Race. KNOCKOUT ROUND 1 takes place on the 2nd Hot Spot Race on Saturday 29th November when 65% of the entered pigeons returning from that race will move into the next round. KNOCKOUT ROUND 2 will take place on the 3rd Hot Spot Race on Saturday 13th December when 55% of the entered pigeons returning from that race will move forward into the next round. KNOCKOUT ROUND 3 takes place on the 4th Hot Spot Race on Monday 29th December when 35% of the entered pigeons returning from that race will move forward into the next round. KNOCKOUT ROUND 4 takes place on the 5th Hot Spot Race on Saturday 10th January when 20% of the returning pigeons from that race will move forward into the next round. After Training Race 5 more daily training will take place on Thursday and Friday and hopefully Training Race 6 will take place on Saturday 15th November from around 140km (approx. 87 miles).

The training and race programme will then consist of daily training tosses (except Sundays) and a race every Saturday as follows, plus a few extra Wednesday races and one race programmed for a Monday. The whole race programme will consist of 27 Training Races, which will include 5 x Hot Spot Races and of course the Final Race. Then onto Training Race 6 from 140km (approx. 87 miles) on Saturday 15th November followed by Training Race 7 from 80km (approx. 50 miles) on Wednesday 19th November. We then have the 1st Hot Spot Race on Saturday 22nd November from 140km (approx. 87 miles), followed by Training Race 8 from 80km (approx. 50 miles) on Wednesday 26th November. Then the 2nd Hot Spot Race on the 29th November from 200 km (approx. 125 miles), followed by Training Race 9 from 80km (approx. 50 miles) on Wednesday 3rd December. Training Race 10 from 140km (approx. 87 miles) takes place on Saturday 6th December, followed by Training Race 11 from 80km (approx. 50 miles) on Wednesday 10th December. Then the 3rd Hot Spot Race from 300km (approx. 187 miles) on the 13th December, followed by Training Race 12 from 80km (approx 50 miles). Then Training Race 13 from 140km (approx. 87 miles) on Saturday 20th December with Training Race 14 from 80km (approx. 50 miles) due to be held on Christmas Eve, Wednesday 24th December. We then have the 5th Hot Spot Race from 400km (approx. 249 miles) on Saturday 10th January with Training Race 16 from 80km (approx. 50 miles) on Wednesday 14th January, with Training Race 17 from 80km (approx. 50 miles) on Wednesday 14th January and then Training Race 18 from 140km (approx. 87 miles) on Saturday 17th January.
