UNITED KINGDOM TEAM wins 2nd, 17th, 41st, 55th, 61st, 67th, 73rd, 91st, 93rd, 107th, 123rd & 127th Open and the IRISH TEAM wins 4th, 35th, 153rd, 175th, 153rd Open in TRAINING RACE 7A.

UNITED KINGDOM TEAM wins 20th, 43rd, 69th, 74th, 125th, 132nd, 138th, 144th, 151st, 174th, 189th, 195th, 196th & 198th Open and the IRISH TEAM wins 162nd, 165th, 256th, 313th, 335th & 354th Open in TRAINING RACE 8.

Well after a great performances by both the United Kingdom and Irish Teams in last Saturday’s Training Race 7, which once again resulted in excellent returns for both teams, it was back training every day with the exclusion of New Years Day and before Training Race 8 took place on Saturday 5th January 2008, it was decided once again to have another additional TRAINING RACE 7A that took place on Wednesday 2nd January 2008.

Basketing for TRAINING RACE 7A took place from 81km (approx. 50 miles) and a total of 3,011 pigeons were basketed, which included 2,275 International and 736 South African entered pigeons with 193 from the United Kingdom and 54 from Ireland. The convoy were liberated at 08-00 in fine and clear weather, 25c (77f) with a light head wind and the Race Director, Convoyer and Loft Manager thought that the winning pigeons would take about 60 minutes to cover the race distance. Everything was ready at the lofts and then all of a sudden at 09-01 a massive gang was seen approaching the lofts, they swung round and immediately started to trap and first up on the computer screen was clocked at 09-01-17.67. CONGRATULATIONS for winning 1st OPEN in this first race of 2008 went to CHERRY HILLS SYNDICATE from SOUTH AFRICA with their pigeon named CHERRY POP which recorded a winning velocity of 1442ypm (approx. 49mph), this pigeon had previously won 218th, 282nd, 41st, 214th, 56th and now 1st Open. The top 10 positions were taken in 6.35 seconds and included 6 x German, 1 x United Kingdom, 1 x Irish, 1 x South African and 1 x Dutch pigeons. The top 50 positions were all taken up in 29.90 seconds, with 980 within 5 minutes of the winner, 2,000 with in 11 minutes and 2,864 within 39 minutes of the race winner and this included 2,140 International and 724 South African, with 184 United Kingdom and 50 Irish pigeons. The final update of the day showed 2,941 pigeons had been officially recorded and this contained 2,199 International and 742 South African with 191 from the United Kingdom and 53 from Ireland, leaving just 70 pigeons to return to the lofts. 

CONGRATULATIONS in this race and “FLYING THE FLAG” for winning 1st UNITED KINGDOM, 2nd  OPEN goes to SYNDICATE LOFTS UK from BANGOR, NORTH WALES with his pigeon named CRAZY DIAMOND, this pigeon had won 90th in and earlier race and Peter had also won a Gold Medal in the Final Race in 2006. I sent Peter a congratulations email and he told me in his reply that ADAM the pigeon that wan 1st IRELAND, 4th OPEN in this race for Gerry McCourt is also bred from a sister to Crazy Diamond and that his pigeon is the same way bred as the pigeon that won 1st UK, 6th OPEN in the FINAL RACE 2 years ago, 2nd UK, 17th Open went to the Frozen Porridge Syndicate with their great pigeon named Aufedersein Pet, bred by John Fellows from Ferryhill and entered and paid for by Richard Elliott from Plymouth, this champion pigeon has also won 128th, 62nd, 19th, 73rd, 208th, 7th, 347th, 18th, 40th, 8th and now 17th Open in its last 11 races, plus pools in the last two races, 3rd UK, 41st Open for Dave & Paul McCarthy from Wallasey with Wallasey Pearl which had previously won 179th, 85th, 138th, 120th, 12th, 57th, 43rd and now 41st Open, this partnership also won a Brand New Car in the 2006/7 series, 4th UK, 55th Open went to Nev Proctor from Brown Edge with his great pigeon named Woodhouse Angel which has already won 58th, 93rd, 36th, 76th, 145th, 149th, 27th and now 55th Open in this series fantastic flying Nev, hope it keeps performing well, Nev also won a Gold Medal in the Final Race in 2006. 5th UK, 61st Open another for Syndicate Lofts UK and Lily The Pink, winner of 282nd, 297th, 145th and now 61st Open and bred by Peter Fox, 6th UK, 67th Open for Smith & McAllister Syndicate and aptly named Million Dollar Babe bred by Bruce McAllister from Furneaux Pelham, 7th UK, 73rd Open went to the Horseshoe Syndicate with Horseshoe Supreme which had previously won 1st UK and also 43rd, 7th, 58th, 23rd and now 73rd Open and bred by Steve Radcliffe from Skelmersdale, 8th UK, 91st Open went to Pieter Oberholster from Leek with Obi-Tinker that had won 88th, 68th, 217th and now 91st Open, 9th UK, 93rd Open for Bernard Smyth from County Down, N.I., with his excellent pigeon Diego that won 1st UK in Training Race 6B and had previously won 60th, 223rd, 535th, 31st, 28th and now 93rd Open in this series, 10th UK, 107th Open for Mr & Mrs Brian Clayburn from Ackworth with Scotts Flyer that had won 128th, 147th, 39th, 257th and now 107th Open, 11th UK, 123rd Open for Van Vaizey with Bramble which was bred by Steven Vaizey from Portsmouth, this pigeon had previously won in this series 216th, 238th, 1st, 158th, 214th and now 123rd Open, 12th UK, 127th Open for The Three Tom-Boggies with London Pride that had won 256th, 249th, 228th, 61st, 290th, 50th and now 127th Open and bred by Eddie Thompson from Romford. This was a great race for the UK Team with another 6 pigeons in the top 195 in the Open. 

CONGRATULATIONS for winning 1st IRELAND, 4th OPEN went to the Irish Race Team Shipper GERRY McCOURT with his great pigeon named ADAM, which was bred for him by Peter Fox, Syndicate Lofts UK and this pigeon is bred from a sister to the pigeon that took 1st UNITED KINGDOM, 2nd OPEN in this same race for SYNDICATE LOFTS UK, this great pigeon ADAM has already won 17th, 271st, 20th, 106th, 139th, 52nd and now 4th Open in previous races in this series, plus this pigeon has already won 4 x 1st  and 1 x 2nd in the IRELAND TEAM, what a great pigeon, 2nd Ireland, 35th Open for Brown & Lucas with their great winning pigeon named Nicola II which has already won 95th, 35th, 55th, 45th, 63rd and now 35th Open, plus it has also won 1 x 1st, 4 x 2nd in the IRELAND TEAM,  3rd Ireland, 153rd Open for Downshire Lofts and pigeon named Mulhollands Dream which had also now won 1 x 2nd, 3 x 3rd IRELAND TEAM, 4th Ireland, 175th Open for Josh & Kevin with Josh & Phil 3. Once again form pigeons to the front with both 1st & 2nd Ireland being past race winners in the Irish Team in earlier races.

The leader after sixteen official races in the “THE SUN CITY OVERALL AVERAGES” which carries a $5,000 1st prize was still SUDHOFF & VAN BEERS from GERMANY with their outstanding Janssen/Van Loon pigeon named BIRDY that is now currently leading the rest of field by nearly 25 minutes, this pigeon must now rate as one of the most consistent pigeons ever in the SCMDPR series over the past 12 years and has won the following positions in the 15 races so far 26th, 772nd, 13th, 30th, 310th, 120th, 21st, 121st, 114th, 92nd, 454th, 385th, 14th, 14th, 32nd and now 260th Open which is fantastic flying in any race but against this quality it really is exceptional to say the least. The top ten pigeons in this competition is made up with of 4 x German, 2 x South African, 2 x Dutch, 2 x American entries and there is 56 minutes difference between 1st and 10th in this classification. Holding onto 12th spot is WOODHOUSE ANGEL which is owned and bred by NEV PROCTOR from BROWN EDGE, 43rd Bernard Smyth from County Down, N.I., with Boots, 55thVan Vaizeys with pigeon named Bramble bred by Steven Vaizey from Portsmouth, 59th Optomist owned and bred by Graham Sparkes from Premier Stud, Patrington, 103rd  SJD Syndicate and Aurora Dawn and bred by Paul Stokes from Leicester and then 131st for Nev Proctor with his outstanding pigeon named Woodhouse High Stakes. The top Irish pigeon is currently holding 84th GERRY McCOURT with pigeon named ADAM and bred by Peter Fox, Syndicate Lofts UK, 123rd is Bernard Hampenstall with Hempo and 124th for KARL DONNELLY with his pigeon named KARLO.

The basketing list for TRAINING RACE 8 appeared on the web site on Friday 4th January 2008 and this showed a total of 2,993 being basketed and this figure was made up by 2,242 International and 751 South African with 193 United Kingdom and 54 Irish pigeons.

The convoy were liberated on Saturday 5th January from 113km (approx. 70 miles) at 09-00 in overcast and cool weather conditions, 25c (77f) with little to no wind and the Race Director, Loft Manager and Convoyer thought the winner would take about 100 minutes. At 10-45 a huge gang was seen approaching the lofts and they swung round and hit the lofts and started to trap immediately. The first name to come up on the computer screen and CONGRATULATIONS for taking 1st OPEN in this race goes to VISION SYNDICATE from SOUTH AFRICA with their pigeon named SPEEDSTAR II            that was clocked at 10-45-51.72 to record a winning velocity of 1162ypm (approx. 40mph), it should also be mentioned that this pigeon had previously won 2nd in the 1st Hot Spot Race, plus $1,000 Cash Prize and also the Brand New Motor Car, 263rd, 40th, 147th, 91st and then in its last four races it has won 86th, 67th, 14th and now 1st Open, yet another pigeon flying well. All the top five pigeons were all form horses and had won numerous positions in the top 200 between them, it was also interesting to note that the pigeons that won 3rd and 4th Open were both previous 1st Open winners in this series. The top 10 were all clocked within 34-70 seconds of the winner and actually had 2 x South African, 5 x German and 3 x Dutch pigeons taking the first ten in the Open. The first 50 were all clocked within 61-30 of the race winner, with over 800 clocked within 5 minutes, over 1,500 within 8 minutes and 2,075 pigeons within 12 minutes of the race winner, A total of 2,959 were officially recorded by 11-56 and this included 2,217 International and 742 South African, with 192 United Kingdom and 53 Irish pigeons, leaving just 34 to make it back to base camp. Last update on the day showed 2,967 home by 15-37 which included 2,225 International and 742 South African with 192 United Kingdom and 53 Irish pigeons. Only 26 pigeons were still missing by darkness. 

POOLS/NOMINATIONS for this race amounted to $7,319-35c and showed that 220 pigeons had actually been bet on but unfortunately this weekend fanciers from the United Kingdom did not win any money. It just goes to show how many top class pigeons are being clocked because the last lot of pools went to the pigeon in 35th position.

CONGRATULATIONS on winning 1st UNITED KINGDOM, 20th OPEN for the SMITH & McALLISTER SYNDICATE with their pigeon named GREAT EXPECTATIONS which had previously won 179th, 265th, 388th, 367th and now 20th Open and was bred by Bruce McAllister from Furneaux Pelham and entered into the racejointly with Paul Smith from Stansted Mountfitchet. 2nd UK, 43rd Open for Van Vaizeys with pigeon named Bramble and bred by Steven Vaizey from Portsmouth, this pigeons had previously won 216th, 238th, 1st, 158th, 214th, 123rd and now 43rd Open in this series, 3rd UK, 69th Open for Europa Auctions UK with pigeon named Europa Classic which is jointly owned by Derek Nicholls from Barry and John Boyd from Ballyclare who was also the breeder of this pigeon, which had previously won 360th, 348th, 395th and now 69th Open, 4th UK, 74th Open for the English Glory Syndicate with English Queen which had previously won 35th, 149th, 155th, 63rd, 249 and now 74th Open and was bred by Jimmy Richards from Laindon, 5th UK, 125th Open for Mr & Mrs Brian Clayburn from Ackworth with Brian’s Dream which had already won 218th, 273rd, 345th, 216th and now 125th Open, 6th UK, 132nd Open for the Frozen Porridge Syndicate with their great pigeon Aufedersein Pet that has now won 128th, 62nd, 19th, 73rd, 208th, 7th, 347th, 18th, 40th, 8th, 17th and now 132nd Open in its last 12 races, plus winning pool money in about 3 races and was bred by John Fellows from Ferryhill and entered by Richard Elliott from Plymouth, 7th UK, 138th Open for Nev Proctor from Brown Edge with his outstanding pigeon named Woodhouse High Stakes that has already won 90th, 5th, 1st, 2475th, 209th, 67th, 13th, 5th, 94th, 77th & now 138th Open  in its last 11 races and also won pools money two or three times and also twice 1st UK, 8th UK, 144th Open another for Mr & Mrs Brian Clayburn from Ackworth with Barry’s Mate which had previously won 187th, 228th, 14th, 44th, 191st, 1st UK, 3rd Open in Race 6A, 204th, 164th, 156th and now 144th Open, 9th UK, 151st Open for Syndicate Lofts UK with Crazy Diamond bred by Peter Fox from Bangor, this pigeon won 1st UK, 2nd in the last race, 10th UK, 174th Open for Syndicate Lofts UK with Lily The Pink (same way bred as Crazy Diamond) and won 282nd, 297th, 145th, 61st and now 174th OPen and bred by Peter Fox from Bangor, 11th UK, 189th Open for Myrtle Lofts with Myrtle Diamond winner of 333rd, 72nd, 87th and now 189th Open and bred by Mark & Dickie Evans from Snaith, 12th UK, 195th Open another for Nev Proctor from Brown Edge with his other great pigeon name Woodhouse Angel and winner of 58th, 93rd, 36th, 76th, 145th, 149th, 27th, 55th and now 195th Open, 13th UK, 196th Open yet another for Syndicate Lofts UK with Hells Bells, winner of 62nd, 320th, 258th, 263rd, 291st, 276th, 246th and now 196th Open and bred by Peter Fox from Bangor and then 14th UK, 198th Open another for the English Glory Syndicate with English Storm which was also bred by Jimmy Richards from Laindon. Once again you see many outstanding form horses putting up great performances week after week, which can only bode well for the next few races in the run up to the Final Race. LET US KEEP THE UNION JACK FLYING HIGH GUYS.

The UNITED KINGDOM TEAM now has got three different pigeon that have won twice 1st UNITED KINGDOM in this race series and they are ROYAL FLUSH 2 x 1st, 1 x 2nd & 2 x 3rd, WOODHOUSE HIGH STAKES  2 x 1st, 1 x 2nd, 2 x 3rd, 2 x 6th, 1 x 7th & 1 x 8th and AUFEDERSEIN PET has already won 2 x 1st, 4 x 2nd, 1 x 4th, 1 x 6th, 2 x 7th & 1 x 10th. Quite a few other UK pigeons have also won numerous positions over this 2007/8 race series and surely this bodes well for the next few races.

Once again it should be mentioned that the UNITED KINGDOM TEAM have done exceptionally well in these first 16 official races and have currently won:-  3 x 1st, 1 x 2nd, 3 x 3rd, 2 x 5th, 3 x 7th, 1 x 8th, 1 x 9th, 3 x 12th, 1 x 13th, 1 x 14th, 1 x 15th, 2 x 17th, 1 x 18th and 2 x 20th OPEN plus numerous other good positions in the top 50. This really is an outstanding achievement when you consider the quality of the pigeons competing in this great International race.

CONGRATULATIONS on winning 1st IRELAND, 162nd OPEN for DAVE BROWN with his pigeon named ZARA which had previously won 1st Ireland, 52nd Open in the 4th Hot Spot Race, 2nd Ireland, 165th Open went to Brown & Lucas with their great pigeon Nicola II another pigeon with plenty of form over this race series and has now won 1st Ireland, 95th Open in Race 6B, plus it has also now won 

5 x 2nd Ireland, plus a 55th, 63rd, 45th, 35th Open, 3rd, Ireland, 256th Open went to Cooley Brothers with Hollmattjosi, which had previously won 1st Ireland, 88th Open in Race 4, 4th Ireland, 313th Open for Grove Hill Lofts with Jacks Lass, 5th Ireland, 335th Open for the Irish Race Team Shipper Gerry McCourt with his outstanding pigeon named Adam that has now won 4 x 1st, 1 x 2nd, 2 x 4th  Ireland and 17th, 20th, 52nd, 4th, 106th & 139th Open, and then 6th Ireland, 354th Open for Bernard Hempenstall with his good pigeon Hempo.

The IRISH TEAM have already won 1 x 2nd, 1 x 4th, 1 x 6th, 1 x 13th, 1 x 16th, 2 x 17th and 1 x 20th in the 17 official races so far, which is in itself a great achievement with such a small entry.

The current No. 1 position in “THE SUN CITY OVERALL AVERAGES” have not changed for quite a few weeks and now after seventeen official races it still shows that SUDHOFF & VAN BEERS leading the way with their remarkable pigeon named BIRDY that now leads this qualification by nearly 26 minutes and has won the following positions in the 15 races that count 26th, 772nd, 13th, 30th, 310th, 120th, 21st, 121st, 114th, 92nd, 454th, 385th, 14th, 14th, 32nd, 260th and now 484th Open. WHAT A PIGEON! The top 10 positions contained 4 x German, 2 x South African, 2 x American and 2 x Dutch pigeons and 58 minutes is the difference between 1st and 10th. Holding onto 11th spot in this classification is NEV PROCTOR from BROWN EDGE with good pigeon Woodhouse Angel,  39th Bernard Smyth from County Down, N.I., with Boots, 45th Van Vaizey and bred by Steven Vaizey from Portsmouth with pigeon named Bramble, 58th is Premier Stud with Optomist owned by Graham Sparkes from Patrington, 112th is another for Nev Proctor with his great pigeon Woodhouse High Stakes, 134th for Mr & Mrs Brian Clayburn from Ackworth with Brian’s Dream, 158th Brian Long from Gipping with Gipping Mistress, 138th to Dave & Paul McCarthy from Wallasey with Wallasey Pearl. Top IRISH pigeons are 80th GERRY McCOURT with his great winning pigeon named ADAM, 110th  Bernard Hempenstall with his consistent pigeon Hempo and then 118th Karl Donnelly with Karlo which has also been another consistent pigeon.   

Once again the web site was officially updated on Monday 7th January and this showed a total of 2,987 pigeons in the lofts and this included 2,238 International and 749 South African entries and these figures included 192 from the UK and 54 from Ireland. 

More daily training will take place right through the week providing the weather is good enough to train these athletes of the skies building them up to next Saturday’s 5th and final Hot Spot Race from 350km (approx. 218 miles), which is due to be held on 12th January 2008. However, the race committee may decide if the weather is suitable to include an extra TRAINING RACE 8A on Wednesday 9th January 2008, so please keep your eyes peeled to the web site.

There is also a new UPDATED NEWS SECTION and a GALLERY which shows many photographs of winning pigeons arriving on Hot Spot Races, plus the photographs of the Brand New Car winners in the past Hot Spot Races. It is great to see the race organisers trying to continually improve and upgrade the information that can be found about entries in this race. It is without doubt the greatest one loft web site in the world today and anybody can log on and get most of the information they require. If you just click on the pigeons name on any race result it instantly comes up with the past races results of this pigeon, which is great when you are looking for form pigeons to Nominate/Pool.

The latest new thing the Race Committee have added is that you can now access all the information you need by logging on to www.scmdpr.mobi via your mobile telephone, thus being kept up to date with all the information you need wherever you are in the world, more modern technology at its best. The object of this race from the outset way back now nearly 12 years ago is to give as much information to the competitors as possible and no other race in the world can hold a candle to it.

This great pigeon has already scored quite a few times and won 596th, 312th, 63rd, 82nd and 282nd in earlier races and can now confirm that this pigeon was actually bred by J. MADGIN & SON. This was not an intentional mistake as I am sure anybody that reads my Press Releases will know as I always try to give credit to the breeder if they are known to me. I can therefore only apologize to those parties concerned for this error but can confirm that I was not officially notified of the breeder of this pigeon until the breeder contacted me by email last week. It was great to see BERTIE win 18th UK, 242nd OPEN in Training Race 8 this weekend and I hope this pigeon continues on its winning ways right through to the Final Race.
