Yet West is certainly best this week even in such a strong Westerly wind as the pigeon that Topped the Combine was certainly a good bird for Brian Greenley who lives over in the West and clocked him doing 1324, well done Brian. Next in the Combine and topping the Coastal South section is Dean Adamson of Withernsea on 1304 who is 40 miles further over to the East coast. Topping the North Section is brothers John and Les Hill of Hunmanby on 1292. Topping the Central section is Kev Kingston & Family of Hull on 1225. Well done to you all on this the Combines longest race from Nevers stretching up as far as Loftus.  
Western Section:
