 Constitution & Rules 

New Rules:-

1. Officials have the power to carry out random checks on a baskets at the race point to confirm Metal Ring Number and Rubber Ring Number. Proposed by D Jamieson seconded by S Gibson.

2. All ETS with a in built or add on radio clock attached do not have to be struck off against a Master Timer. Chief Clock Setter will use same to give time to mechanical master clocks.

3. That a certificate known as a Silver Award be introduced for birds winning open diplomas in 3 channel races.

4. That a certificate be awarded for birds winning open diplomas in 5 Inland Races. Y/B National not included.

5. Rule Change: - Page 12. Rule 4, Delete race rule 4.  Insert new race rule 4 to read. - Maximum number of birds per pannier in Channel and Inland races to be 21 Cocks and 22 Hens.

Members do not have to send entry money with Form A and will not be penalized if they have one or two birds missing due to being unfit or lost.

Late entries may be accepted if basket space is available.
