Results & Information Database 2007 Update

The National Flying Club, in collaboration with PBO Solutions Limited, is pleased to make this fantastic data CD available to its members. It’s now a huge database with 59628 pigeons timed in by 3894 members in 56 races since 1998 that blows away any anecdotal evidence of good pigeons and fanciers and lets Fanciers assess merit objectively over a much longer time period and variation in race points and conditions and distances.

Its main features include:-

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Race Register and Results

· 56 full race results from 1998 from which Members can interrogate and/or print:- 

· The full Open result including every pigeon timed and read off

· Selected Section result allowing you to analyse a particular section’s result

· Result showing, say, top twenty pigeons from each Section

· Result showing Members sending and timing their SINGLE entry
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Results Analysis by Member

· Easy-to-use member search feature based on partial Member Name

· Print out a full listing of all pigeons timed by a selected member in all races from 1998

· Print out a summarized listing of all first-timed pigeons timed by a selected member in all races from 1998

· Includes Sector Open and Section positions achieved

· Print more concise listings of these results by filtering using Race Point, Pigeon, Year, Race Type, etc.

· Create multi-race Averages based on ANY combination of results since 1998

· Check the CD results against the ‘official’ printed results … the CD calculates and prints ALL members qualifying in the Averages not just the Top 10!

· Create Averages over more than one year and discover the most consistent members over a period of more than one year!

· Identify the pigeons with the MOST clocked miles in NFC races

· See how many and which races they’ve flown

· Analyse the individual performances

· Generate a report aggregating all these performances on a single sheet

· Includes an Average velocity across these races!

· Sector Performance Analysis

· Positions won can mislead slightly as to their relative merit? Discuss! Just think about that question a while ... well ... if you finish 50th Open from St Nazaire (Old Birds) with 8696 pigeons competing does this actually have more or less merit that 50th Open from Chale (Old Hens) with just 697 entries? 

· In the examples given the St Nazaire pigeon actually finished within the top 1% of the result whilst the latter wasn't in the first 7% of the entire result. As such the two performances do not begin to compare!

· This results analysis section looks beyond actual the positions won and 'weights' each Open or Section performance by reference to the number of pigeons entered in the Open and Section, creating a percentage finish position to use as a comparator instead of the actual Open or Section position. 

· Complete the fields above to determine comparable results and see the fanciers achieving the most performances within a %age with the FIRST TIMED PIGEON only (thus putting all competing members on an equal footing).

· Certificate of Merit winners

· Who’s got the best long distance performers?

· COM requires a pigeon to achieve three top 100 open positions in the NFC’s longest old bird race (top 200 if flying greater than 650 miles on each occasion)

· Find pigeons with more than one, say, top 10 Open position in NFC races ( you can vary the position criteria yourself)

· “Always in the Clock”

· Identify pigeons clocked in ALL races in the same season 

· This analysis excludes Old Hens and Young Bird races for obvious reasons!

· Find the consistent timers

· “Head-to-Head” analysis

· Ever wondered how you compare on a race-by-race basis to your peers?

· Print a specially filtered result showing all timings for up to 12 selected members in any race of your choosing (useful to produce, for example, a “Club” or “Clock Station” result)

· Velocity calculator

· Store your personal race points and distances

· Calculate velocities for up to 10 pigeons in a “National” or any other race

· This feature is probably worth the full price of the CD on its own!

· Internet Links

· A range of useful sites on the World Wide Web for you to visit at your leisure

This CD is updated on an annual basis. There remains a large amount of archive information still to collect and include in the CD for this and future years. For example we want to incorporate photographs of all pigeons winning 1st Open, 1st Section, Certificates of Merit, plus of course the happy Fanciers themselves. To any of you blessed by winning 1st Open or a COM with the NFC, would you consider forwarding a photograph of yourself and the pigeon to us?
