The B.I.C.C. held their Annual Committee Meeting in December 2006 to decide the 2007 Race Programme and Birdage costs etc. This was followed by the Annual General Meeting, which was also followed by a general meeting to discuss the finer points for the season ahead. The following relevant facts were decided providing we are back to normal on the racing scene. Race programme National races 28th April Falaise. 12th May Falaise. 26th May Alencon. 9th June Saran. 23rd June Tours. 18th August Guernsey Young Bird. The International races are Pau
22ND June Friday lunchtime lib. Barcelona 6TH July Friday lib 9.00 – 9.30am. Tarbes 15TH July Sunday lib with no lib after 8am. The Basketing will be a day later than before and Saturday 14th is a National holiday hence the Sunday lib. Marseille 21ST July with an early lib. Perpignan 4TH August again with no lib after 8am and basketing a day later than before. Birdage charges, all National Races including Guernsey are to be £1.75 with the International Races £8.00 with the exception of Pau which is £13.00. Other items discussed on the agenda were the thoughts put forward on having a North section in the BICC. A discussion took place with the possibility of having a North Section but it was decided to leave this on the table until next season as no agreement could be reached. An offer was accepted from A J Crathorne to run a marking station in the Manchester area with the venue yet to be decided this will be a benefit for the club because there is interest in long distance racing. Brian Long then said that he would like to give £500.00 prize money to each and every race. This was a great gesture on behalf of the President who was then given a vote of thanks. It was decided that this extra income would add it to the existing Open prize money of £100.00 and pay out £200.00 for the winner and 8 prizes of £50.00. 

The Annual General Meeting at which the following officers were elected then followed the opening meeting: President: Mr B.Long. Vice Presidents: Mr M.Bunney. Mr J.Wills. Mr J.Szarvas. Chairman: Mr A.Deacon. Vice Chairman: Mr M.Harvey. Treasurers: Mr B.Long and Mrs Jan Deacon. Auditors: Mr M.Harvey. Mr M. Bunney plus Mr A.Muir as reserve Auditor. The R.P.R.A. delegate Mr G.Gelder. Press Officers: Mr L.J.Parkinson & Mr C.Stansfield. The management Committee to consist of all officers of the BICC plus all the I.C’s of the marking stations with the addition of Mr B.Corbin and Mr J.Nicholson. The postal voting saw a total of 134 voting papers being returned. The following New Rules and/or amendments were Proposed by P. O’Leary, Lovedean CS242: - General rules delete rule 4 in its entirety with no replacement For 88 against 39 with 7 abstentions so was carried. Racing rules. Delete rule 3 in its entirety and replace with "Diplomas will be awarded to pigeons achieving positions within the following thresholds a) ALL pigeons in the top 2% of the total Open entry b) ALL pigeons in the top 2% of the total entry in their respective Sections c) All hens in the top 2% of the total number of hens sent in the Open d) All hens in the top 2% of the total number of hens sent in their respective Sections e) All yearlings in the top 2% of the total number of yearlings sent in the Open f) All yearlings in the top 2% of the total number of yearlings sent in their respective Sections." For 64 Against 69 with 1 abstentions so was defeated. Append racing rule 6 The words  ' of clocking ' to the end of line 2 For 113 against 15 Abstentions 6, carried. New rule: Verification of members ' first-timed pigeons in National races can be made either by telephone or by e-mail to the published numbers and addresses. For 14 against 120 defeated. The following New Rules and or amendments were proposed by M. Bunney, Portsmouth, CS 034: -Amend racing rule 7 Delete 146 y.p.m. Insert 220 y.p.m for 90 against 36 carried, abstentions 8. It was very interesting to note that there were 57 resignations and at the AGM there were already 41 new applications, this in itself is very positive for the club. This was a busy day because a General Meeting laying out the above race programme, birdage charges etc followed the AGM. The President, Brian Long said that he would like to give a vote of thanks to the Secretary, Chairman, the Committee and all the Marking stations and Clock stations for all the hard work over the season in what was a difficult year. There being no other business the meeting closed at 12.35 p.m.
